My chief object in writing this sketch is to pass 
it down for the help and guidance of those young Can­
adians who have their lives still before them, and of 
whom much is expected and who will need all the help 
we can give them to hold to the good old traditions 
of their fathers, and realize the high ideals of the men 
who are no longer with us.
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
