In turbulent Mexico the British in-
vestments amount to $750,000,000—or
about the reputed size of the war loan
made by New York financlers to the
allies a few weeks ago, after weeks of
haggling over the terms. Togocther
with the money sunk in Mexican en-
terprises, Great Britain has lcaned
over a billlon and a half to Argentine
and nearly as inuch to Brazll, these
three countries accounting for nearly
76 per cent. of the British investment
in South America. In fact, there is
not a single Latin American nation
which has been overlooked in the
open-handed distribution of British
gold to the places where it would
further the interests of the investors
and manufactures of England. *
