Jin Astounding Plot.

London, August 8.--An extraordin­

Oats.—Usually oats cripple down 
about as soon as they are ripe, and 
large portions of the crop are wasted 
by the heads falling below the sickle 
of the reaper. They should be cut 
earlier than is the usual practice. 
Where there are wheat and oats on 
the same farm, they are both ready 
at the same time, and the practice is 
to cut the wheat first, and if delayed 
by rains the oats are generally 
dead ripe and badly crippled before 
harvested. A.s oat straw, if cut and 
cured when a little green, is better 
than hay when cat dead ripe, it is 
better to cut the oats before the 
wheat when just out the milk or in 
the dough state. Cut it in this con­
dition, waiting every morning until 
the dew is off, and binding in small 
bundles, and shocking so the air can 
pass through the shock, the oats will 
lie heavy, sweet, and nutritious and 
the straw equal to the ordinary. 
But you need not go to this trouble 
if after all of the toil and expense of 
raising the crop you are so stupid as 
to stack the oats, so that the straw 
after it settles inclines inward in­
stead of out. Very many farmers 
would save great expence and a 
world of trouble if they would let 
their oats rot down in the field with­
out cutting. And if any one at 
threshing time this year finds the 
water has run to the centre of the 
stack and down through it, he can 
set it down for a fact that he is not 
fit for a farmer, and better quit and 
go at something that requires no 
judgment or gumption.

It makes no difference how rough, 
squatty, or ill-shaped a stack is, if 
only the bundles are so laid that the 
straw inclines out, it will be safe in 
months of rain. There is a noble 
crop of oats rapidly approaching 
harvest, and we bespeak for it an 
intelligent care, both in time of cut­
ting and in stacking. The oatmeal 
mills find it very difficult to obtain 
oats which are perfectly sweet. A 
dozen mouldy bundles in a stack, if 
carelessly run through a machine, 
ruins the whole lot for making oat­
meal.—Iowa Register.

They continue through 
the arrangements appointing a trus­
tee for their daughter, under Byron’s 
instructions, till after the final inter­
view between fyady Byron and Mrs. 
Leigh, in 1861. They show traces of 
mauy family discords, but no sugges­
tion of the lawless intimacy suggested 
between Lord Byron and his half-sis­
ter.

, It is now nearly eighteen years since 
there was a widespread attack of chol­
era in Europe. In 1865 cholera car­
ried off 10,584 lives in France and 
13,000 in Italy; but in the next year 
the pestilence in the latter country 
haff 130,000 victoms, and in Eng­
land no fewer than 14,378, of which 
6,696 cases were in Loudon.

Supping Plants.—When the
shoot of a verbena, geranium, be­
gonia, stevia, or plants of that char­
acter, is bent, if it breaks or snaps 
clean off, then it is in the proper con­
dition for rooting ; if flexible it is 
not. Take any common saucer or 
plate, into which put sand to the 
depth of an inch or so. Then pre­
pare the cuttings in the usual man­
ner, and place them in the sand loose 
enough to touch each other. The 
sand is then to be watered so as to 
bring it into condition of mud. The 
saucer thus filled with slips may be 
placed on the window sill and ex­
posed to the sun and never shaded. 
But one condition is absolutely es­
sential to success, until the cuttings 
take root the sand must be kept 
continually saturated with water, 
and in the condition of mud. To do 
this the slips must be watered at 
least once a day with a very fine 
rose watering pot, and the watering 
must be done very gently, else the 
cuttings may be washed out. There 
is every certainty that 99 per cent of 
the cuttings put in wi'l take root, 
provided they were in the proper 
condition when placed in the saucer, 
and that the temperature has not 
been lower than 60 degrees for green­
house plants aud degrees for tropical 
plants. By the saucer system a 
higher degree of temperature may be 
maintained without injuring them by 
any other system of propagation, as 
the cuttings in reality are placed in 
water and will not wilt, provided the 
water is not allowed to dry out. 
When rooted they should*be potted 
in dry soil, such as is recommended 
for sowing seed in. They should b 
placed in pots not exceeding two and 
a half inches in diameter, and treated 
carefully by shading and watering 
for two or three days.

It is not likely that money can be 
handled more safely or sensibly in 
any other way than in legitimate 
farming operations. In the nature 
of the case there must he less risk 
here than almost anywhere else. 
Farms, farm machinery, farm im­
provements and farm products must 
always be in demand, and money in­
vested in and for these things in a 
common sense way is reasonably 
sure of Us return. But the farm is 
not a good place for speculation, and 
when a farmer turns his attention in 
that direction, he has taken a step 
which he at some time will likely re- 
gret. There is of course an occasion­
al successful speculator among farm­
ers, but where one gains a compe­
tence in this way, twenty are likely 
to do so through legitimate farming. 
The farmer who has a surplus of cap­
ital must look for some place to use 
it advantageously, but he should see 
that there is positively no chance todo 
so further in connection with his 
own well-understood business before 
he places it outside where some one 
else’s judgment or honesty must be 
depended on lot the outcome. But 
to berrow money for outside invest­
ment is a policy which is rarely if 
ever commendable, and which has 
been prolific of evil to the farming 
interests of the country.—Pittsburgh 
Stockman.
