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The action of the Bleus in the late 
Canada Pacific Railway crisis was most 
reprehensible from every point of view. 
L’Electeur, a Liberal organ of Quebec, 
may well say : —

" Honor to our representatives that not 
one of them shirked his duty. They 
were all at their poet The Pacific’s gold 
did not reach them. On the contrary, 
there was not found in the ranks of the 
Conservatives a single member who had 
courage and independence enough to even 
sound the echo of their organs and of 
their friends outside. After having shout­
ed on all the notes during more than two 
weeks, that the advance of these thirty 
millions to the Pacific would be a gigantic 
steal committed to the detriment of the 
people of Canada ; after having made eu 
preme appeals to the patriotism of the 
Government to prevent it from pressing 
the perpetration of such an infamy,— 
what do we see ? These same representa- 
tives, so scandalized yesterday, so jealous 
of the public interests, bending suddenly, 
demanding pardon for their insubordina- 
tion, and rising one after the other at the 

mrathy when was es rovoning utheniki 
instant before ! Ah ! it was because 
there had to be choice between power and 
the public interests ; and, as ever, the 
Conservative members cried : Perish pub­
lic interests, rather than power ! The 
Governmeut comes out victorious from 
the crisis, but it comes out with a wound 
which may well prove fatal before long.”

Either this loan of thirty millions was 

a good and proper measure, or it was not. 
If it were a good and proper measure, the 
Bleus did wrong to take "advantage of the 
embarrassing position of the Government 
in order to insist upon the increase of 
their subsidy. If it were a justifiable 

measure, and the Bleus were truly pa­
triotic Canadians, its very justice should 
have sufficed to secure their support with­
out having them attach to their party the 
veritable disgrace of having cold that 
support. If, on the other hand, the mea­
sure be bad and improper (as it undoubt­
edly is) no pecuniary considerations should

to misrepresent the matter, just, in fact, 
as Lord Rossmore endeavored to misre­
present the matter in his letter to the 
Privy Council in Ireland. The right 
honorable gentleman, following the ex­
ample of Lord Rossmore, said there would 
be civil war if these meetings were not 
suppressed. But that was the whole in- 
tention with which the Orangemen em­
barked in those proceedings, and by sub­
mitting to their orders, by proclaiming 
these meetings according to their de­
manda, the Government practically rang­
ed themselves on the side of the disturbers 
of the peace. I cannot imagine what de­
fence the Governmeut propose to put for­
ward, unless it be an exaggeration of the 
power of the Orangemen. I do not 
believe there are twenty thousand sworn 
Orangemen. The largest number they 
ware able to bring together to any meet­
ing, with the connivance of the Govern-

HALL’S siCiLtaN" Chinese Gordon on the Irish 
Question.

The following letter written some three 

years.ago by Gen. Gordon has recently 
been republished —

My Dear J.:—You are aware how in­
terested I am in the welfare of this coun­
try, end having known you for twenty- 
years I am sure I may say the same of 
you. I have been lately over the South- 
west of Ireland in the hope of discover- 
ing how some settlement could be made 
of the Irish question, which, like a fret- 
ting cancer, eats away onr vitals as a na­
tion. I have come to the conclusion that 
a gulf of antipathy exists between the 
landlords and tenants of the Northwest 
aud West, and Southwest of Ireland. It 
is a gulf which is not caused alone by the 
question of rent; there is a complete 
lack of sympathy between these two 
classes. It is useless to inquire how such 
a state of things has come to pass. I call 
your attention to the pamphlets, letters 
and speeches of the landlord class as a 
proof of how little sympathy or kindness 
to crural. Sre - 

the same way towards the landlords. No 
half-measured acts which left the land­
lords with any say to the tenantry of 
these portions of Ireland will be of any 
use. They would be rendered—as past 
Land Acts in Ireland have been—quite 
abortive, for the landlords will insert 
clauses to do away with their force. Any 
half-measures will only place the Govern- 
ment face to face with the people of Ire­
land as the champions of the landlord in- 
terest. The Government would be bound 
to enforce their decision, and with a re­
sult which none can foresee, but which 
certainly would be disastrous to the com- 
mon weal. My idea is that, seeing— 
through this cause or that, it is immate­
rial to examine—a deadlock has occurred 
between the present landlords and the 
tenants, the Government should purchase 
up the rights of the landlords over the 
whole or the greater part of Longford, 
Weatmeath, Glare, Cork, Kerry, Lime- 
rick, Leitrim, Sligo, Mayo, Cavan and 
Donegal.

The yearly rental of those districts is 
some four millions; if the Government 
give the landlord twenty years’ purchase, 
it would coat eighty millions, which at 3, 
per cent, would give a yearly interest of 
£2,800,000, of which £2,500,000 could 
be recovered ; the lands would be Grown 
lands ; they would be administered by a 
land commission, who would be supple­
mented by an emigration commission, 
which might for a short time need £100,- 
000. This would not injure the land- 
lords, and so far as it is an interference 
with proprietary rights it is as just as is 
the law which forces Lord A to allow a 
railway through his park for the public 
benefit. I Would restrain the landlords 
from any power or control in these Crown 
land districts. Poor-law, roads, schools, j 
should bo under the land commission. * 
For the rest of Ireland I would pass an 
Act allowing free sale of leases, fair rents 
and a Government valuation. In conclu­
sion, I must say, from all accounts and . 
my own observation, that the state of our 
fellow countrymen in the parts I have 
named is worse than that of any people 
in the world, let alone Europe. I believe 
that these people are made as we are, 
that they are patient beyond belief, loyal, 
but at the same time broken-spirited and 
desperate, living on the verge of starva- 
tion in places where we would not keep 
our cattle. TheBulgarians, Anatolians, 
Chinese, and Indiana are better off than 
many of them are. The priests alone 
have any sympathy with their sufferings, 
and naturally alone have a hold over 
them. In these days, in common justice, 
if we endow a Protestant University why 
not.endow a Catholic University in a Ca­
tholic country ? Is it not as difficult to 
get £5 from a Protestant as from a Ca­
tholic or Jew? In 1833 England gave 
freedom to the West Indian slaves at a 
cost of twenty millions—worth now thirty 
millions. This money left the country. 
By an expenditure of eighty millions she 
may free her own people. She would 
have the hold over the land, and she 
would cure a cancer. I am not well off, 
but I would offer -------------- or his agent
£1,000 if either of them would live one 
week in either of these poor devil’s places 
and feed as these people do. Our comic 
prints do an infinity of harm by their 
caricatures. Firstly, the caricatures are 
not true, for the crime in Ireland is not 
greater than that in England ; and, sec­
ondly, they exasperate the people on both 
sides of the Channel, and they do no 
good. It is ill to laugh and scoff at a 
question which affects our existence.

from the immediate district, without any 
special exertion whatever being made for 
their attendance, the people coming on 
foot to the meetings, aa they always come 
to their meetings in Ireland—the Nation­
alists, I say, largely outnumbered the 
Orangemen. There is a prevalent delusion 
in England—and perhaps in this House— 
that the Protestants largely outnumber 
the Catholics in Ulster ; but, as I have 
already said, the Catholics in Ulster are 
forty seven per cent, of the population, 
practically speaking one-half ; and outside 
of Belfast in every constituency, with per­
haps the exception of Antrim and Down, 
they considerably outnumber all the other 
denominations. But who are these other 
denominations? They are Episcopalians, 
from whom the Orangemen are almost 
entirely drawn; they are Presbyterians, 
containing amongst them very few Or­
angemen, chiefly the followers of the right 
honorable member for Tyrone, although 
we have been able to seduce even some of, 
the Presbyterians. There are the Metho- 
diets and the people, happily few in num­
ber in Ireland, who have no religion; 
there are also Quakers and other sects, 
such as exist in every civilized country ; 
but if you take the respective proportion 
of population as being equally divided, 
you must recollect that of the Protestant 
population the Orangemen form a very 
small number indeed. They ate chiefly 
taken from the manufacturing towns. As 
a general rule, Orangemen, since the land, 
movement commenced, have entirely died 
out amongst the agricultural population. 
Perhaps a few of the farmers' sons who 
do not see the real meaning of the move 
ment of the honorable members from the 
North of Ireland, and some of the labor­
ers, may join the lodges, but the real 
backbone of the Orange movement is in 
the ship carpenters of Belfast and the 
artisans of towns such as Portadown.
These are the men from whom right 
honorable gentlemen had to draw for their 
forces when they came to suppress those 
meetings ; and if it had not been for the 
action of the Lord Lieutenant in suppres­
sing the meeting at Garrison, 1 am firmly 
convinced that the resources of the Orange

for disturbing order) for provoking ill- 
will and strife between different classes of 
your Majesty's subjects in Ireland to 
illegal acts, disorder and violence ; and, 
furthermore, that we humbly assure your 
Majesty of our firm conviction that the 
policy of forcing or stimulating by the 
agency of the State the emigration of the 
Irish people out of Ireland should be de­
finitely and at once abandoned."

Mr. Parnell continued :—“I think I 
have now proved my case that the Orange 
movement in the North was an uncon­
stitutional movement—that it was a move­
ment to prevent the Nationalists, who 
formed the majority of the people of 
Ulster, and who formed two-thirds or 
four-fifths of the population of the dis­
tricts in which the meetings were held, 
from exercising their constitutional righto 
—that it wai an attempt to prevent the 
Nationalists of Ulster from meeting to 
express their constitutional opinions in a 
constitutional way with regard to changea 
in the law. It was never pretended that 
the meetings proposed to be held were 
not constitutional and it was never pre­
tended that it would be necessary to pro­
claim them except for the purpose of pre­
venting the Orangemen from murdering 
those who attended them. I think it is 
unnecessary to state, after the incidents 
that I have narrated and the extracts that 
I have read, that I have proved that this 
Orange movement was violent, seditious 
and intimidatory, and that every man 
who took part in it, from the leaders, 
like Lord Rossmore, down to the hum­
blest member of an Orange lodge, was 
open to prosecution under the intimida­
tion clauses of the Crimes Act. I have 
now something to say with regard to the 
action of the Government. We who have 
been close observers of what took place 
plainly saw that the Irish Executive 
secretly rejoiced at these proceedings. Of 
these thousands of men brought together 
from long distances by train, and equip­
ped with murderous weapons for the pur­
pose of interrupting the constitutional 
meetings of the Nationalists, not a single 
prosecution took place during the whole 
of the recess. The powers which the 
Government abundantly possessed under 
the Crimes Act for stopping these men at 
the port of embarkation were not used. 
It was evident that from the moment the 
Orangeman, with his sash around him, 
bought his ticket to come and harry and 
intimidate the peaceful Nationaliste of

A Geneva dentist has invented a new and 

ingenious process of tooth drawing. A 
square of India rubber, pierced with a cen­
tral hole, is pushed over the tooth till the 
upper part of the root is reached. The In- . 
dia rubber gradually contracts, pulls on the 
root, and the offending tooth is finally enu- * 
created, without causing the patient any 
pain whatever. Four or five days are re­
quired to complete the operation, Very 
little bleeding and a slight swelling of the 
gum are the only inconvenience expe­
rienced.

A small piece of resin dipped in the water 
which is placed in a vessel on a stove, says 
one who knows, will add a peculiar proper- 
ty to the atmosphere of the room, which 
will give great relief to persons troubled 
with a cough. The heat of the water is suf­
ficient to throw ofl the aroma of the resin, 
and gives the same relief that is afforded by 
a combustion of the resin. It is preferable 
to combustion, because the evaporation is 
more durable. The same resin may be used 
for weeks.

The foreign papers report a remarkable 
lecture on the religious and moral situation 
of German Protestantism by Dr. Stade, 
Professor in the University of Gies- 
sen. A clever and instructed man, and a 
determined, conscientious opponent of Ca- 
tholicism, his statements are well worth no­
ting.
