Western Oeehln-Ohlne.

Father Augustus Abontl, of the 
vicariate-apostolio of Western Co­
chin-China, in Asia, says that at the 
beginning of his mission at Go-Cong 
in 1891, a band of students came one 
Sunday to attend prayers. While 
they were standing at the door of 
the chapel and looking with curi­
osity around them, I accosted one of 
them and invited him into my room, 
There, I asked him whence be came, 
his name, that of his father, Anally, 
if he wished to become a convert. 
After a very decided “ yes” and a
little conversation, I sent him away, 
giving him a catechism. But this 
promise had only been uttered by his 
lips without coming from the heart, 
as I learned later. Nevertheless, on 
the very first occasion I visited his 
village I made a point of seeking out: 
this young man, for he had left 
school and set up for himself. Hav­
ing reminded him of bis promise, I 
was paid in Annamite money, that 
is to say, in fine words, nothing 
more. I then went to his father’s 
house, but the latter did not pay me 
in any money, good or bad, for he 
did not reply one word. I found 
myself face to face with a man who 
seemed almost a giant, reminding 
one of the famous Roman senators, 
seated in their ourule chairs and 
gravely awaiting-the approach of 
the -enemy. My man appeared 
scarcely to listen, and hardly replied 
at all. The few phrases he conde­
scended to utter were only sentences 
of Oonfneius’s spoken briefly and 
solemoly. It was as if one were 
listening to the monotonous tic-tae 
produced by the pendulum of an old 
oleok.
- I left him, not hoping much from 
my visit. When I had quitted the 
place, it was explained to me that 
for the last five or six years my man 
had been one of the strictest of the 
“ factors." Let me tell you what 
this religious sect is :—

This sect, which has borne and 
still bears different names, according 
to time and locality, is originally 
from China, where it was founded 
In order to establish the Tertar dy­
nasty and banish that of Manchons. 
From China it spread to Annam, and 
at the present time hae many ad­
herents in my district. Here the 
aim of this sect, at least of its heads, 
is to banish the French and restore 
the Annamite government. What­
ever be their aim, the devotees 1 ad

an extremely penitential life, ex­
teriorly, in order, they say, to honor 
Buddha, to a,oi u for their sins and 
to merit future happiness. Tbe fol­
lowing are their principal observ­
ances : let, They eat neither meat 
nor fish nor any living thing, con­
tenting themselves with vegetables ; 
2nd, they abstain from intoxicating 
liquor ; 3rd, they do net take part 
in any games or in any royetering 
♦estival ; 4tb, they lead secluded 
lives, carefully avoiding all fighting, 
quarrelling, and law-suits ; 5tb, they 
recite a certain number of prayers 
in honor of Buddha , by day and by 
night, etc. Moreover, tbe man of 
whom I speak had solemnly sworn 
never to give up tbe Buddhist rein 
gion.

When I heard this, I shook my 
head, thinking, this is a fortress that 
will not be easily taken. Neverthe­
less, I continued my visits for more 
than three years, always counting, 
more or less, upon the son, who bad 
made a good impression on me.

Towards the month of November, 
1894, having to pass that way, I took 
o.re to pay my usual visit.* The 
good man received me «Idly, as 
usual. The sou was from home, 
but I chanced to meet him just as I 
was re-entering Go-Cong. The 
honest youth was rather taken aback 
at the encounter, for be usually man­
aged to avoid both my presence end 
my reproaches. This time, how 
ever, there was no chance o: escape. 
Thus cornered, he assured me that 
be was about to be converted, for 
good and all, and that he would come 
next day to see me and ask for some 
prayer-books, Eventually, he did 
arrive'with a beaming lace tba- gave 
me ten times more hope than his 
words, and thenceforth I have been 
able to feel assured that I have made 
an excellent convert.

There yet remained the old fast­
ing man, but now we were two to 
one, and, with the help of God, fail­
ure would be impossible. I there­
fore returned to the charge, backed 
up by his eon, with whose conversion 
he had apptared satisfied, and the 
reception this time was friendly, al­
most loving. We chat about reli­
gion, and he advanced the objection 
of hie solemn oath. What an ex­
ample for us, who have made so 
many solemn promises to God since 
our baptism, and who have been so 
careless of them I 

In the meantime, one of my 
former catechists, now a professor 
in the seminary, came to visit me, 
and I begged of him to go and speak 
with the “faster.” This quickly 
brought matters to a criais, for my 
catechist,-who is very well instruct­
ed and fairly well read in Chinese 
and Annamite literature, opened his 
Confucius and explained various 
exts which only apply to a God 

Creator, Powerful, Bewarder of the 
virtuous, etc. The victory was 
complete.

Tbe following day the “ faster” 
came with the catechist to wish me 
a happy new year.

When 1 heard my giant say:—
“ Father, tbe struggle is at last end­
ed ; I wish to follow God in life and 
in death,” I truly felt my soul leap 
with joy, joy all tbe greater from 
seeing that my neophyte yielded 
only through firm conviction. .

Truly, such occurrences aa these 
quickly make ns forget our hours of 
weariness, sorrow and suffering,

Whenever I arrive in pagan set'la­
ments, the children run fiom all 
hides, surround me and literally de­
vour me with their eyes. Ask any 
one of them if he would like to be-

come a Christian, and the same an 
swer is on every lip : “ Tee, Father, 
we are willing, but our parente Will 
not allow us.” So true ie it that 
souls not yet vitiated turn naturally 
towards God. Children learn pray­
ers quickly and easily grasp dootrine, 
in a word, faith meets po obstacle to 
their souls.

The following incident occurred 
at Binh-hnong-dang, the same vil­
lage In Which my fasting-man lives, 
On my journey which I made 
through the district in 1891, having 
remarked a sickly boy following me 
wherever I went, I oarresaed him 
md asked him if he would like to be 
converted.

“ Oh 1 yes, Father, I should like it 
of sll things.” •'!

I blessed him and went my way, 
thinking no more of the poor iittle 
fellow, but he had not forgotten 
The young orphan—for he had lost 
hie father, and hie mother had aban­
doned him—had suffered from fever 
tor nearly a year. He was servant, 
or rather slave, to one of hie unolee 
who sorely ilbtreated him and 
scarcely allowed him sufficient food 
and clothing. Through all this, the 
boy cherished in hie heart a strong 
desire to become a Christian, dwell­
ing on the thought while on hie bed 
of pain and when busy in the fields. 
At last one day, when he had been 
more cruelly treated than usual, he 
ran away and took refuge with a 
relative who ia a Christian. Hav­
ing learned his story, I told him be 
might oome and live with me, and 
he arrived as happy 0» » king.

This was a year ego, and since 
then he has been baptized, hae be 
oome a good Christian and ia also a 
good workman ; he hae (parried and 
set up on hie own account—8. H, 
Review.

It has fall n to tbe lot of a Protes­
tant newspaper correspondent to till 
tbe American public ihe truth about 
Catholic life in Mexico. Mr. F. R. 
Guernsey represents the Boston 
Herald in the City of Mexice, and 
hie description of Mexican life have 
done much to refute the gross cal­
umnies spread by the preachers 
about that Catholic people. He re­
cently writes of a pilgrimage to the 
famous shrine of Guadalupe, as fol 
lows:

Twenty minutes gentle erallop 
from the city gates, which stand 
near the big barracks, where white 
uniformed etldiere, cool in their 
linen suite, lounge about, and trim 
buglers fill the air with martial calls, 
is the Mexican Mecca, the famous 
shrine of Guadalupe, familiar now 
io thousands of American tourists in 
this laud o! sunshine and flowers.

May is the “ month of the Virgin,’ 
and hence many pilgrimages to her 
shrine in the lovely cbuioh whieh 
the zeal of Father Planearte and the 
generosity of the people have erect­
ed there at the foot of the'old brown 
hil1), grim and treeless, of Tepeyac, 
on top of which is a strange, antique 
graveyard, where rest the bones ol 
Santa Anna.

Just now there are encamped, as 
it were, in the Villa de Guadalupe 
some 800 pilgrims who have oome 
up over tbe Vera Cruz railway from 
the lower hot country, from the land 
of the orange and the palm. Men 
and women, brown with the heredi­
tary hue of the denizens ; devout, 
cheerful, full of almost infantile ouri 
osity, and living, mentally, in the 
sge of faith which Cardinal Newman 
found iu tbe middle ages alone. 
Happy in their undisturbed beliefs, 
as far apart aa the poles from tbe 
cackle of the higher critics and tbe 
rubbish of the know-it-all-philoso- 
phere. Religion may be a narcotic 
but it fieeeiype to lift men up and 
above the weary routine of life into 
regions of calm, and, if it be a men­
tal opiate, it is better than the statis­
tics of increasing insanity and the 
restless mpderp spirit which finds no 
place for the sole of its foot, The 
streets of this arid, Useless town are, 
at midday, hot ai the beat of Africa.

. . . Ton might be in Mor-
rocco or Senegal. Tbe white, over­
head epn literal jy showers hie arrows 
of fire on the calcined soil. people 
find, here end there, a bit of deep 
l lue shadow under the walls of the 
church, or beneath the few poroheë 
where pen dream away the hours of 
the summer heat, for it ia fujl sum 
mer bare, Even the dogs and beg­
gars are listless, and tbe crippled, 
blind and pa?alyzedJsmok« in holy 
peace I

I Towards four o'clock the beat 
abates j the sun begins to decline, 
huge red ball sinking sjowly through 
the haze to his bath in the Pacific, 
only a few hundred miles away. The 
pilgrims emerge from their place* of 
rest j they come out of the posados 
or ancient inns, as like the mesones 
of Don Quixote as one pea is like 
another. In these big stone barracks 
the pilgrims are lodged, and they are 
a quiet company.

Let us take a look at them. They 
are a clean lot, the women for the 
most part short and brown, wearing 
blue rebozos, mostly of a deeper hue 
than is the prevailing style op here 
on the table-laud, apd their cslico 
shirts are bestarched till they have 
the latest fashionable bouffant effect. 
The older women look serenely hap­
py they have after many days of 
planning,, perhaps after years of saving 
their centavos and reales, come to 
the famous shrine, and are praying 
for help and future peace. Good, 
solid, substantial d«me,i on whom 
the hungry traveller in their hot 
country habitat could count for the 
best meal their hospitable home* 
might aflford.

The younger women are slender! 
and among them one notes girls with 
large melancholy Moorish eyes, their 
figures having a swaying motion like 
the swaying barofeop of the low coun­
try. The Spanish have a charming 
word “ mimbreat,” to move to and 
fro like a reed, (roimbre,) and these 
young girls with delicate white re 
bozos over their shoulder*, are grace­
ful and picturesque.

Most of the men are short and 
stocky, and there are many Sancho 
Panzos among them, with legs band­
ied from much bestraddling of mules 
and horses. They walk with the roll­
ing gait of a guacho of the pampas, 
or of a tailor ashore. A few of the 
younger men are tall, well clad in 
gray, wearing tight trousers following 
the modeling of the legs. They are 
not ashamed to have around their 
necks their just acquired medals, 
crosses and scalpulars and behave 
with decorum-

By 5 o’clock the pilgrims are 
athirst, and betake themselves io 
large partie? of friends or fellow-town» 
people to the ft neveriasy” or ice 
cream shops, simple and rude enough 
but where, in a}} good humor and ex­
cellent company, they sit them down 
in rough chairs at pine table? and are 
served with water jcce» or the amant- 
ecado, or milk ices. Sof is their 
musical language, the creole Spanish 
without the rasping Arabic gutters), 
and the vowels a little drawled, after 
the fashion of southern lands. They 
jest, and the younger folks make love 
jo tbe old way, while the elders look 
on in kindly a»4 indulgent humor.

The 
annonppeffiept caused no surprise. 
Everybody knew that Mr. Tarte and 
Mr. Blair would carry ont the scheme 
if they could. Tbe contract has a cool 
million dollar* in it for Mr. Green- 
shields. How mnch it may have for 
other peop'e is not known. We have 
Mr. Tarte'a statement that Mr. Qreen- 
shields has made Urge sacrifices for the 
liberal party, and It Is pretty well 
known that Ms name has been on a 
large collection of election notes. Mr. 
Hreenshiejds wifi get hie pontract if Mr. 
Tarte tan procure it for him. How we 
perceive that the missionary work in 
behalf of the arrangement hae been 
fairly opened In the government or­
gan*. The Toronto Globe leads off 
with a treatise. It begins by a etrong: 
ly misleading statement concerning the 
suggestions of corruption. It says : 
“ Senator Miller’s motion for an inves­
tigation wap promptly accepted by Sir 
Oliver Mowat, and tie and his fel|ow: 
liberals voted for tbe resolution. Ttiere 
was nothing to prevent the investiga­
tion going on, and on the conservative 
majority in the senate and on its com­
mittee must be laid the qnqg of the de­
lay.” Now tbe Globe knows that 
while Sir Oliver Mowat agreed to an in­
vestigation, he strongly urged thst the 
investigation should be postponed until 
ne$t pesaion In order to secure this 
postponement, the minister of justice 
gave his word that nothing would in 
the meantime be done to commit the 
country to lease the road, or even to 
taÿe oyef the rolling stock. Sir Oliver 
pleaded the late beer of the passion 
and the desire of the members to leave, 
and contended that no interest would 
suffer by the proposed delay. Of course 
this plea did not preyent tbe investiga­
tion, but it wae understood to hé the 
reason that the inquiry did not take 
place. Equally lnoorrect is the Tor­
onto Globe’s contention that Mr. Blair’s 
statement of tbe prospective gain by 
the extension was accepted by the op­
position leaders. It correctly states 
that the proposed payment by way of 
rental yea |210,00Q, and that acoorfllng 
to the argument of Mr. Blair, the in: 
creased earnings would pay the rent 
and leave e large margin. But when 
the Globe says “the fact that Mr. 
Foster apd Sir Charles Tupper refused 
to commit themselves as opposed to 
the idea leads to- the suspicion that 
they are fairly well convinced that Mr. 
Blair#s calculations ate well founded,” 
it a ta toe tbe case unfairly. Whatever 
the Globe may suspect, the plain fact 
is that both Sir Charles and Mr. Foster 
opposed tbe y bole programme, and ex­
posed Mr. Blsir’a calculations to merci­
less and destructive criticism. They 
showed that fhe proposed extension 
wonld add one more to the already too 
numerous lines between Quebec and 
Montreal ; that it wonld give a through 
route frotp Montreal to Ijalifax a good 
deal longer then that through 8t. John, 
and one from Montreal to St. John so 
much longer than the present route as 
to be out of the competition altogether.
1 ?hey, pith Senator Wood, Mr. Powell 
and Mr.'ftaggart showed the utter un­

reliability of Mr. Blair’s calculations as 
to tbe prospective revenue, and proved 
that it waa proposed to pay double for 
the road what it was worth in the 
market, and give four or five times as 
•much to the owners as they had in- 
vested in it. The Globe, of course, 
knows all this^Bot it-seems to have 
accepted the job of arguing the case 
for the government in order to per- 
snade the suspicions liberals who are 
making trouble. The undertaking 
must be the more unpleasant for the 
Globe, because before the contract wee 
completed the Globe could see nothing 
but harm in the proposal. The order 
ia now to posh the thing through and 
give Mr. tireenehielde hie million, and 
all the government organs are ex­
pected to take a hand.—St. John 8un.
