Weapons of the Chin-
ese.

The prominent part played by
China in the world’s effsirs during
the pact seven years has aroused
the intcrest of collectors who have
brought to this country many speci-
ments of wares and goods pcculiar
to that part of the far Ewt. None
among these are of greater historical
value than tke weapons which are
in uso inall provinces of ihe empiré,
even in the distriots where the im-
porial armi.s are eguipped with
Earopean fireaims. Oae of the
bast collections. was shown in this
city mot long ago, and is now in
tho possession™ of the commercial
museum at Philadelphin. Single
specimens of value are to be found
in the Chinese clubrooms in China-
town, and in many of tke bric-a
brac stores scattered abount the city.
A careful study of the weapons
shows that most of them are nanght
but industrial appliances enddenly
employcd for the purposes of offsnce
Ouae spear is a pitchfork and an-
other a trident similar to the eele

men. Another ghasily weapon
when examined carefully proves to
be a scythe blade fastened to the
end of a strong pole. The hal-
berds aer hatchets, axe-heads, adzes,
and cleavers wired or ~ tied with
thongs to stout staves. Xven the
spears and lances show ancgricul-
tural or domestic rather than a mil.
itary origin.

These wespons may be viewed as
historical gonvenirs which are pre~
served as testimonislsof the bravery
of the, Mancku ccnquerors. The

The astronomers find common
ground whereon to meet, or rather
they meet in friendly wise, in the
vest epaces of the starry ' heavens.
In the Ninetcenth Tsntury and
After for February the Rev. El=

~-muntd Ledgor, Gresham Lizotarer on

Astronomy, notes some astronomical
ovents in regard to “the mys‘erious
new star in Perseus,” that must
have brought a Jesunit and & Harvard
professor into pleasing relations.
He says: “Oa the 25th of June,
1901, Professor E. C. Pickering,
of the Harvard College Observatory,
stated, wirth reference to a photo-
graph of its (the new star’s spectrum
taken on the 19.h of Jane, that no
gar ked difference’ was to be notic-
ed in comparison with the spectrum
of a nebula numbered 3918, except
that eme bright line wes much
brighter in the nebula than in the
star. He slso mention a certain
other bright line visible in the
nebular light, but not in that of tbe
star, Later, oun the 24 h and 25th
of August and the 5:h of September,
Father Sidgreaves, at Stonyharst
College Observatory, found the form
er line very much ircreaded in
strengtn, and the missiog line
present 88 ‘s  very prominent
band.’ Thus it might, at ficst
sight bave swemed that the

likeness - to the nubular spestrum
had very decidedly increased. . Bat
Father Sidgreaves and other obser-
