If I remember correctly,
he ended his days in a house opposite the
office of the Big Mill, and it is fresh in my
memory today, the universal sorrow ex-
pressed by the mourners, as in company
with so many of them I had the honor
of following him to his last resting place.

Wheon I read of the dangers and pri
vations your worthy correspondent and
his comrades underwent at that time, I
am forced to. the conclusion that the
affair at Sarnia In '66, was after all but
a little holiday jaunt, where the pleasing
recollection of the good times we enjoy-
ed will far outlive tho thought of any
possible inccnvenience we may have
endured.
