HAIL INSURANCE.
Winnipeg. Nov. 29.—Hon. J. H. 

Agnçw, at the gathering of the Union 
of Municipalities yesterday afternoon, 
submitted the following suggestions 
in j-rgard to governrrlent hail insur­
ance : that "growing crops” should 
in**n all the wheat, oats or barley 
growing on the area defined in the ap­
plication, three classes of grain, he 
would not widen it more thai> that; 
that the provincial treasurer of the 
province should he charged with the 
administration of hail insurance; that 
h» may enter into a contract to in­
demnify against actual loss to grow­
ing crops by hail to an amount of 
<4.90 for each acre insured* hut the 
edatract must be actually completed 
bdter? any hail damage is done. The, 
application for insurance must be on 
tlie form provided. The application 
aipf receipt of , the minister for tile 
premium shall together constitute the 
extract of insurance. The applicant 
shell pay ii> cash with the application 
to.;-the minister the sum of eighteen 
cents for each acn insured and an ap­
plication fee of fifty cents : when dam­
age is sustained the person whose in­
terest in th? crop is insured shall' 
forthwith notify, the minister by re­
gistered letter; the minister shall 
have the actual loss or damag? ap­
praised by an inspector or inspectors 
whom he Jiall appoint; if ^apprais- 
ment of minister is not satisfactory, 
the, amount of damage shall be found 
by arbitration. All premiums shall 
be paid into a special iund; and if 
the fuAd is not sufficient to pay the 
total damages and expenses, the 
minister shall certify the amount of 
thçr dîficit to the Municipal commit- 
si rfner, who shall cause a levy of a 
certain amount'per acre to be made 
on' all the taxable land in the pro- 
viifce..outside of tl\e cities, towns and 
village#'. *' 'tr 'the ftfrtd 'a>-augmented 
by assessment of the municipal com­
missioner is not sufficient to pay the 
total damage, the minist?r shall dis- 
tributéUhe same pro rata amongst all 
claimants and such amounts shall he 
in fulljOf all claims.

The chief 
subject before the Grange is the din- 
ion of the Grange and the Farmers’ 
association. That lethargy expd_s 
among the farmers, in regard to politi­
cal duties is evident frtfm the clas< of 
legislators that represent them in the: 
Commons, which is almost wholly of 
men irom other professions possessing 
but little interest in the affairs of tlie 
farmers.

AUCTRALIAN WHEAT ,
CRÔP A FAILURE.

Ottawa, Dec. 3.—Australia will reap 
only half a harvest this season. Reports 
were received today from J. S. Burke 
and D. S. Ross,. Canadian trade commis­
sioners at Sydney and Melbourne re- 
spertively, absolutely confirming the 
previous forecast about the partial fail­
ure of crops. Both agree in estimating 
the yield of wheat at thirty million 
bushels us compared with sixty-eight 
million last year. XNith the surplus 
left over from 190Ç this will just be sufli- 
civnt. for home consumption. The short­
age has been caused by continued 
Irouth which lias also affected the out­
put of dairy products and inquiries are 
beginning to be made as to tlie possibil­
ities of products being secured from 
Canada.

SATURDAY'S GRAIN MARKET.
Winnipeg, Nov. 30.—'The November 

market for 1907_ made a good if not 
spectacular close. Tlie foreign cables 
ivetc all lower, hut the estimated 
shipments were small, and there was 
no improvement in tlie situation". 
The export demapd for the moment 
wan-easier, waiting, no doubt, to sen 
the result of December deliveries. 
The interior stocks are light, and al­
ready the domestic milling demand 
i- good in states In Chicago, D - 
cemiiCr was up 1%, May 1% to 1% 
and July 1%.

In 
Winnipeg the market was active and

, WILL YOUR SEED GROW7

W. C. MeKillican, of the Dominion 
Seed Laboratory, Calgary, warns the far­
mers of Alberta to be careful in select- 
ing their seed for next year's sowing, 
lie says: i

This is a question of greet importance 
in Western "Canada this year. There are 
many farmers who will be tempted to 
use frozen grain for seed. This is done 
with a view to eco..omy. If through 
using dead seed, next year's crop is a 
lailure, the loss will be many times 
greater than the cost of good seed. The 
only way to insure having seed that will 
grow, is to test it, or have it tested 
for germination.

For the convenience of farmers in the 
\VcSt, the Seed Branch of the Dominion 
Department of Agriculture established 
last year at C'algary a Seed Laboratory 
for the testing of seed grain. This work 
is being continued again this year, and 
any samples sent in by the farmers 
will be tested free of charge.

I'urity tests are also made when de­
sired. The purity test is not for the 
purity of the variety, as some have mis­
understood it, but for the purity from 
weed seeds and foreign matter. Samples 
should be marked "Purity" or "‘Ger­
mination’’ according to which test is 
wonted.

For a germination test about MOO 
average grains is the size. of. sample re­
quired. Fcr a purity test about 1-4 lb. 
of the cereals, dr an" ounce of clover or 
grass seed is required.

Postage is required on samples of seed 
sent to Calgary. The sender ehbnld be 
sure to put bis name and address on the 
packages. Address samples, "Seed Lali- 
oratory. Dominion Department of Agri­
culture, Calgary.”

It is possibly black foot, which is fre­
quently found in herds, but rarely 
among small number» of cattle.

APPLE SHIPPERS COMPLAIN.
Toronto, Ont., Dec. 3.—Apple shippers 

throughout Ontario do not "like the way 
in which they are being treated by the 
railroads, and they intend doing some­
thing to remedy the situation if pos­
sible. Since the first of September the 
Ontario exporters have sent from the 
port of Montreal 625;0*6 barrels of ap­
ples. There are still scattered through­
out the province between 406,000 anti 
500,000 barrels. These latter, roughlv 
estimated in vaine, amount to one mil­
lion dollars. It is the intention to hain 
them all shipped by March .31 anti 
about 6.000 cars "ill be required. All 
autumn or since the apple season com- 
hiVnced, shippers claim that they have 
been hampered by lack of cars wlncb 
necessitated storing the fruit. There 
are also instances in which fruit has 
been lost through delay. Apple men, it 
is said, are not protesting against the 
treatment they have received this fall 
alone, ,bjit now while the situation > 
still acute they want more assurance

TUESDAY’S GRAIN MARKETS.

kets showed weakness owing to the 
decline in Liverpool of which the 
weakti?ss was due to larger Argen­
tine offerings and the indication of a 
larger exportable surplus than 
hitherto figured on. The reaction is 
only t mporary, as the world’s situa­
tion is very strong and higher prices 
are inevitable.

The Winnipeg market went off in 
sympathy with the American market? 
which was really a help to the export 
trade. Exporters report a fair busi­
ness and money easier and the liavy 
outward movement from the head oi 
the lakes loading this week will ex­
ceed last week, and Hull insurance 
will be extruded to :the 8th or 10th 
of the month. There is fully a mil­
lion said to be loaded this week. The 
Vet* ipts for the month passing in­
spection at Winnipeg were 10,000,001 
bushels. Inspection to date is 
22,894,070, as against 28,294,101 last 
year, and of this amount 13,245,54) 
were No. 3 and li-low.

Action at Law Arising Out of Defunct 
Sulphite Company.

Toronto, Dec. 4.—A quarter of a 
million dollars is at stake today in 
the n-on-jury assize court before Judge 
Mabei'. Mrs. June Jacques Stuart, 
or Toronto, is the plaintiff, and the 
Bank of Montreal is the defendant. 
The case involves the rise and fall of 
the large business of the Maritime 
Sulphite Company, '.of ChathJa.ni. 
This company was started in 1886 
with a capital of $125,00(). and in­
creased it from time to time, and 
failed in June, 1901, with a capital of 
some $1,000,000. Mrs. Stuart had 
b;en left some $260,000 and real es­
tate by her father. Her husband, 
interested in the financing of the com­
pany had obtained lier signature to 
certain pajrers, guarantees and con­
veyances of real estate in favor of 
the Bank of Montreal. The guaran­
tees were taken up, and Mrs. Stuart 
was denuded of all her property. She 
now claims tliiit she signed docu­
ments without understanding them, 
and asks that they be cancelled and 
her fortune returned, or if the court 
will not .decree this, that an account­
ing be màde and all the sums on her 
husband’s liability of $125,000 be re­
turned.
