AN ANXIOUS WEEK OVER.

Winnipeg, May 26.—Inclement wea
ther with cold raing and some spow
has been prevalent throughout the
spring wheat belt of the prairie west
during the past week, putting a stop
to seeding operations and - checking
the growth of grain alréady above the
ground, In addition, heavy frosts,
especially on the night of May 19-20,
have visited some parts of the coun-
try, the southern” and well eeftled
part of Saskatchewan, being the area
most affected. On these heavy lands,
however, wheat was comparatively
backward and does not appear to

* have suffered any damage beyond the
chieck® to the growth, which in the
upehiot should prove beneficial as
causing the grain to stool -out
sturdier plants. In one or two rare
cases the more tender oats are
ported to have been cut down by the
frost, but as a rule where the frost
was heavy the oats had not showed
above ground. ‘Frosts were heaviest
along the main line of the C.P.R. be-
tween Moosomin and Moose Jaw, and
south on the Arcola and Soo branches
ahd anxiety was naturally felt as this
is-thé oldest cultivated séction of
Saskatchewan,

No Damage Reported,

Asked by the Western Asscociated
Press forva statement as to any dam-
age done, A. P. Ketchen, deputy com-
missioner of agriculture for that pro-
vince, said newdamage to the growing
crgps in Saskatchewan has been re-
ported.
ing the heavy frost probably averted
the danger. Superifitendent McKay,
of the Indian Head experimental
farm, informed the Regina depart-
ment that the crops there are grow-
ing eplendidly with no evidence of
injury, and as the temperatures were
probably as low at Indian Head as
anywhere else in the provinee, it may
be assumed that a  rather anxious
weék has passed without any material
damage to the growing crop.

Finished Before the Rains.

in allbut the very late dietricts before
ihe rains came, ana a good start had
been .made with barley and flax.

twenty-five per eent., with at least a
proportionate increase in the
grains and flax,

As to quality of the seed, reports

différ according to locality, but there |
i8 no doubt that in districts where the |

crop was badly frozen last year, a
good deal of damaged wheat has been
€eceded. *Fortunately germination eoti-
ditions “conld not: have been better,
but the experiment was certainly mnot
justified,
suoh districts have taken advantage
of aid offered them by Federal and
provipcial authorities and have sown
magnificent seed imported specially.
This applies more particularly tooats,
which suffered last harvest far morc
extensively than-wheat.: Where farm-
ers have been unable or unwilling to
use government seed, 1906 oats have
been drawn on wherever there hap-
pened to be a reserve.

NEW WHEAT SOWING SCHEME.

Mr. Robert Blunhuber, of Mar-
quette, Michigan, who is a tiller of
the soil with" many years’ experi-

ence, took up a homestead in the pro- |

vinee of Saskatchewan three ¢ years
ago, a.nd since that time has been &n
attentive student of conditions in

this: great wheat region of the west. |

Bringing to his subject a comprehen-
sive. knowledge -of scientific hus-
bandry; he is convinced that he has
discovered how to farm the Canadian
west with the best results. pe

According to a recent article in an
agricultural journal, Mr. Blemhuber
proposes to plant the spring wheat
crop in the fall of the year after the
last rains and before the freeze-up,
instead of planting it in the spring f
the year; as is now the general-prac-
tice. By so doing he will gain a full
theee weeks over the crops that are
planted in the spring. This 'will in<
sure the maturing of a fine“crop in
ample early season to avoid the dan-
ger of the killing frosts which are the
great menaces to wheat in the Cana-
dian West, and which las{_year caus-
ed the farmers enormous 10ss.

It was evident to Mr. Blemhuber
that the conservation of the supply
of meisture in the fullest pessible
measure for.the nourishment of the
crops is one of the greatest problems
to. be solved in suecessful farming.
The present systéem “of farming s
wasteful of moisture. By -closely
“watehing conditions, Mr..Blemhuber
found -that on. his homestead two
miles gouthwest of Battleford during
the .three autumas that he has been
there mo rain Has  fillen after Sep-
tember, ‘and the first {rosts find the
dust, covering the surface of the
grownd  quite dry. It is so dry it
doés not freeze even .in the severest
wedther, and it cam be kicked up un-
der the snow all through the winter.

The ‘seheme, then; is to~ plant the
wheat in the fall in- the dry dust.
Phére beinig no moisture present in
it, the seed cannot’ sprout, but lies
dofmant the entire winter. In the
spring the melting snows pack the
catth about the gdrain, creating ‘the
proper conditions for growing. ~The
only thing necessary to protect the
erop is to harfow it. Mr. Blemhuber
adyocates four harrowings at different
angles with a listing harrow that will
not disturb the seed. The harrow-
ing is important $o preserve the mois-
ture in the ground during the dry
Fetiod between March, when the snow

eaves the ground, and the ldtter part
of May, when theé rainfall begins.
THE ‘dust. muléh made by the harrow-
ing of the soil prevents ¥éyaperation
and "éfisures that practicall
moisture Will-be used by the grain.

The present systém is ome of an en-
tirely different nature, one that puts
the 8eason back three weeks and  is

wasteful of the highly-prized moisture.

tim]ustry, but to stay with it regard-
| less . of the fluctuating condition of
| the market.. The wisdoin of this re-

| Hog prices

have been advancing
steadily in Winnipeg for the past fort-
night and it is expected that they will
reach the seven cent mark before the
middle of June. The fact is that
hogs are remarkably scarce in West-
ern Canada this spring and while
the advancing prices have tended
somewhat to increase receipts in the
market, buyers have rapidly absorb-
ed all offerings and the demand
seems unabated. The situdtion in
Chicago and Toronto is much the
same.- Hogs towards the close of last

markets and grain al olver the coun-
try went up so ‘high that no feeder
could afford or thoughf{ he could af-
ford to turn his high priced grain
into pork. In Ontario at one time,
young stock could not be given away.
The result is that supplies ahe low
and likely to be lower before farmers
can get back into the business again.
This turn in the market emphasizes
the importance and advantage of farm-
ers staying with the hogs and not
rushing out of the business every time
a littlp slump occurs. The man who
has hogs at present stands in a good
way to make a good profit.

CHICAGO LIVE STOCK.

Chicago, May 26.—The cattle trade
was slow today, with the exception of
yearling stuff, which sold to good ad-
vantage, the prices being 10 to 15 cents
higher. The quality was poor. Wool
lambs were unpopujar and were 10
cents lower, but shorn lambs and sheep
held steady.

CANADIAN CATTLE AT CHICAGO.

The comment which was created
last year by Alberta and Saskatche-
wan stockmen sending “two hundred
cars of Canadian beeves to the Chic-
ago market is beng- revived by Clay,
Robinson & Co., commissioen men, of
Chicago, who have prepared an article
on the subject which appeared in the
Weekly Live Stock Report. They say
the experiment demonstratéd that the
Chicago market is in a position *to
absorb any quantity of steers weighing
from 1,250 upwards and the better
grade cows, as these are the kind of
cattle that come sparingly from the
range districts of the United States
and that are in large supply when
the native offerings are moderate.
#This year it is estimated that there
will be a decrease of 25 per cent, in
both native and western reeeipts on
the Chicago market, that is to say, of
both corn-fed and grass-fed cattle,
and if the present condition of the
tradé be any criterion, the better and
heavier weight of Canadian steers are
going to be in strong demand at good
rates.

The above firm figures that on a
car shipmént from Calgary to Chic-
ago, via Portal, the cost of 1,400 'b.
four year old steers will be freight
86¢ per cit., duty 80c¢, shrinkage - in
weéight 25¢, feed en route and on-the
market, yardage and commission 10c,
making a total of $2.01 per ewt. 1In
other words, $28 for a 1,490 lb. four
year old steer.
