At the
same time these conditions have resulted
in a crop very easy to harvest with un-
usually short straw. ‘Added to this the
desire on the part of farmers to ecut
down harvesting expenses to a minimum
and sufficient reasons are present for the
wide margin between the original estim-
ates and the actual requirements in the
harvest fields.
