FRENCH ATTACK.

PARIS, Aug. 24.
The Frentih made an attack this 

morning on the left bank of the 
Meuse between Avocourt Wood and 
Deadman Hill. The War Office an­
nounces the capture of Hill 304, 
Camard Wood, and the fortified 
works between Saucourt Wood " and 
Betincourt. The French gained more 
than their objectives, advancing to an 
average depth of two kilometres.

A French attack east of the road 
between Esnes and Bethincourt en­
abled them to enlarge their positions 
north of Deadman's Hill to the ex­
tent of a kilometer.

GERMAN TRENCHES CAPTURED.
LONDON, Aug. 24.

To-day’s early official: Fierce
fighting continued in the night south 
of Lens, as a result of which we hold 
German trenches immediately north­
west of the Green Crassier. The ene­
my losses in the close fighting have 
been very heavy.

ine fronting Le Mort Homme, known 
as "Death Ravine," can be seen the 
great Hill of Montfaucon. Every­
where the surfaces of the hillside and 
valleys are scratched with trenches 
which make a gigantic checker board. 
The Germans bored into the twin 
summits of Le Mort Homme two tun­
nels which they named Crown Prince 
and Bismarck. The French bombard 
ment smashed them, killing hun­
dreds of occupants, but leaving many 
stilt alive to be captured later. In 
the first named tunnel six, hundred 
prisoners were taken. In ttys vicin­
ity it is thought most probable the 
Germans will make a strong effort to 
reply to the French attack, for the 
loss of these dominating positions 
means the limitation of the possibil­
ity of future German attacks on Ver­
dun.

IN THE EAST.

ITALIAN OFFICIAL.
ROME, Aug. 24 (Official.)

The battle is continuing. We have 
broken up many counter attacks and 
captured large numbers of prisoners 
now totalling 500 officers and 20,000 
men. We have also takken 60 guns, 
mostly of medium calibre, numerous 
trench mortars, machine guns, and a 
large quantity of material. Our avia­
tors with untiring efforts are giving 
the enemy no truce. They have bom­
barded his massed troops, and carried 
destruction into his lines of com­
munication by dropping bombs on the 
Trentino front where the enemy per­
sists in fruitless attempts to create 
a diversion. We completely repulsed 
patrols In Cuidicaria and storing 
parties in Lagarina Valley, and at 
Montecross. During the night of 
Tuesday in a lively encounter on the 
right bank of the Middle Voyusa 
River, one of our patrols almost de­
stroyed an enemy party. A few sur­
vivors were taken prisoners.

LONDON, Aug. 24. 
The Times military correspondent 

reviewing the Allied offensive says: 
The united operations of General 
Gough and General Antoine in Flan­
ders have compelled the Germans to 
withdraw twenty-two divisions for 
repairs. As a German division is 
rarely withdrawn unless It has suf­
fered 4,000 casualties and as the di­
visions as yet not withdrawn also 
have lost severely, we say with confi­
dence that the German losses have 
been extremely heavy, much heavier 
than ours. Our losses since the end 
of April have been much less than 
were estimated beforehand. The cor­
respondent says there are signs that 
affairs in the eastern theatres may 
become interesting before long. The 
Russian Caucasus Army has not giv­
en signs of life this summer, conse­
quently our campaigns in Syria and 
Mesopotamia have been injuriously 
affected. The Turks are concentra­
ting at certain places from which 
they may advance upon General Al- 
lenby or Maude. They will be warm­
ly received, while our Arab Allies 
who are extending their operations to 
Naan will be useful auxiliaries. Lit­
tle operations by General Maude on 
the Dala, in Mesopotamia, remind us 
that the campaigning season in these 
regions is at hand. Rumors of Ger­
man divisions being on their way to 
Asia Minor have not been confirmed.

WASHINGTON, Àug. 24.

Another credit of $100,000,000 to 
Russia was made to-day by the Unit­
ed States Government, this bringing 
the total credits extended so far to 
the Russian Government to $257,000,- 
000. Some of the money probably 
will be used to pufehase railway 
supplies and equipment in this coun­
try.

ARTILLERY BATTLE.
Grand Headquarters, French Army, 

Aug. 24 (By Associated Press.)—The 
French bag of prisoners as the re­
sult of the victory at Verdun, amount­
ed to nearly 8,000, and a large num­
ber of cannon and machine guns were 
captured or destroyed. The battle, 
which is being continued, is confined 
to the artillery, with the French- 
holding great superiority in the fire.

HAVE CONFIDENCE IN KOFNILOKF 

PETROGRAD, Aug. 24.
The Council of Cossacks in assem­

bly have full confidence in Lieut. 
General Korniloff, Commander in 
Chief of the Russian armies, and Pre­
mier Kerensky. The question arose 
following a demand published In the 
Izvestia, the organ of the Council of 
Soldiers’ and Workmen’s Delegates, 
thatKorniloff will be dismissed be­
cause of the strict regime tip Institu­
ted In the army' Th«;Coufclf adopt­
ed a resolution approving the Gener­
al’s course as the only rational one 
and denying the right of the Work­
men and Soldiers to interfere. He 
was eulogized as the "only General 
able to restore order and lead the 
country out of a critical situation.”

SCENE IN THE REICHSTAG.
LONDON, Aug. 24. 

bespatches from Amsterdam repre­
sent the scene in the Reichstag Main 
Committee on Wednesday over Chan­
cellor Michaelis’ attitude on the peace 
resolution as a storm which would 
have resulted in ousting him from 
office in a democratic country. Ac­
cording to these accounts Dr. Mi­
chaelis was. challenged to explain his 
real attitude toward the peace resolu­
tion because when he said July 19 he- 
supported it, Hé added, “as I under-,T 
stand it.” This apparent qualifica­
tion, said Michaelis’ challengers, had 
been seized by annexationists who 
claimed that the Chancellor was real­
ly on their side. Dr. Michaelis In re­
plying made a laborious explanation 
in which approving the general spir­
it of the resolution, he said differen­
ces of opinion were general Regarding 
the details and he had in fact noted 
such differences among the majority 
of the parties. This provoked an out­
burst on the part of the representa­
tives of the majority parties in the 
name of which Herr Friederich Eb- 
bert, Socialist leader, made a de­
claration practically charging the 
Chancellor with falsehood. Herr

Ebbert said the majorities completely 
agreed about the significance of the 
resolution which was unmistakable 
and they Insisted that the Govern­
ment prosecute a definite peace pol­
icy. After luncheon interval the 
Chancellor accepted the spirit of the 
peace resolution but the members 
were greatly dissatisfied. The ma­
jority parties met immediately after 
the adjournment of the Main Commit­
tee, and later visited the Chancellor. 
The Tageblatt says the affair Is not 
merely of passing importance, nor 
can it be glossed over by a few 
smooth phrases. The paper contends 
it is clear that Michaelis has not 
sufficient authority to control the 
situation, chiefly because he was 
chosen without popular representa­
tives having been consulted.-

MAIL STEAMER TORPEDOED.
A South American Port, Aug. 24.— 

A despatch received here from Rio 
Janeiro says thpre are persistent ru­
mors in circulation that the Royal 
Mail Steam Paekqt Co.’s steamer Des­
na has b,een torpedoed. The ship re­
gisters 11,483 tons.
