Austrians Put Up Vigorous
Defense But Could Not
Drive Raiders Off Till

Oct. 9.—Giant Caproni
airplanes rained bombs last night upon
the great Austrian naval base at Cattaro,
starting fires among the buildings in the
navy yard and causing damags to Aus-
trian ships in the harbor. The Austrians
met the attack with the greatest vigor,
but were unable to drive off the airplanes
until nearly daylight, when the Italians
withdrew without loss to their own base.

Advices received here from Rome indi-
cate that the Italian atrack was planned
to forestall an Austrian naval demonstra-
tion being organized at Cattaro and Pola.
The squadron started from its base 230
kilometres across the-Adriatic sea.  Ga-
briele d’Annunzio, the TItalizn poet, who
has attained distinction as one of the
most daring aviators in the war, was in
command of one of the airplanes.

The squadron arrived. at midnight over
Cattaro, flying at 12,000.feet. .The planes
descended until ther were only a few
hundred feet over the harbor and began to
drop bombs on the Austirian destroyers
and submarines In the bay, many of which
were seen to be hit, as fires were observea
to break out. Meanwhlile, other Italian
vlanes were bombing the naval depots

~and storehouses ashore and several fires

were observed. BSeveral of the Italian
planes were riddled in their wings with
shrapriel and machine gun bullets, but
were not seriously damag2d.

The number of enlistments in Eng-
land@ for the C.EF. from February 1,

Under the head of “wastage” are
classified all those men who have been
discharged in Canada, discharged in
England, have become casualties over-
seas, or have been returned to Canada
for discharge.

The statement declares that figures
transmitted by Sir George Perley show
the percentage of infantry casualties
from January 1 to July 31, 1917, as
89.24.

During the month of September a
total of 3,688 men joined the ranks of
the various units classified as infan-
try, artillery, railway construction and
forestry and miscellaneous, as against
a total wastage of 10,990 men. Of this
number 1,272 were recruited in the
United States, 2,310 in Canada, and 26
in England. The net loss during Sep-
tember was 7,402. !

For the period from the 18th to 30th
of September, 648 men were. recruited
for the C.E.F., while the wastage tot-
alled 3,287, leaving a net loss of 2,589.
Of the six hundred men recruited, 445
were enlisted in the United States, 194
in Canada, and nine in England.

Buenos Aires, Oct. 3—The Argen-
tine government Is not  prepared to
follow the action of Uruguay in sever-
ing diplomatic relations with Germany,
according to Foreign Minister Pueyr-
redon- Argentina has not pledged her
neutrality, the foreign minister added,

but is attempting to safeguard her own
interests. Relations with Germany will
be broken if sufficient cause arises, but
;a8 long as Germany recognizes the Ar-
gentine flag and respects the nation
and the people there probably will be
no break.

Much surprise has been occasjongd
in political circles here by the follow-
ing statement, said to have been made
by the foreign minister of Uruguay, in
iurging the Uruguayan congress to
break off relations with Germany:

“Uruguay, as a small nation between
two great ones, must seek a balance
of force to resist the possible hegemony
of Argentina, with which nation we
still have questions which are not set-
tled definitely. his balance consists in
bringing closer together Brazil and the
states of our connection with the great
states of the present conflict, so that it
will make impossible an\ attack on
Uruguayan sovereignty without an {m-
mediate reverberation throughout. the
American continent.”

The wunsettled questions between
Uruguay and Argentine concern the
river Plate. Argentine claims that the
river belongs to her, While Uruguay
insists that she owns one-half, The
dispute involves the ownership of the
important island of Martin Gar¢ia now
| held by Argentina.

recording the artillery preparations.

The result of the day's fighting is
that the . florest of Houtholst, which
comprises five or six miles of thickly
wooded - ground, ''is mnow virtually
flanked on both sides.

For the moment, the French troops
