Tuesday noon addressed one of the 
largest crowds that has been jammed 
into Light Guard Armory.

The Progressive candidate for presi­
dent brought along the same old dee- 
lighted exposure of dental ornamenta­
tion and usefulness, and the reception 
that was accorded him gave ample ex­
cuse for a display extending to the 
molars.

From the time he arrived until the 
putting of the train for Flint told of 
his departure, the big man of the Bull 
Moose party was kept busy making 
responses to cheers, adulation and ban­
danna waving.

He was met at the depot by sev­
eral hundred enthusiasts; after 4,- 
000 persons crowded into the armory, 
2,000 were turned away, and 1,000 wait­
ed to see him emerge and start for 
the train.

Too Busy To Talk Much.
At the train the colonel was too 

busy to spend much time with the 
reception committee. He spent the 
morning dictating advance speeches 
to his stenographer, interspersing 
this work with a running talk with 
Henry M. Wallace, of this city, na­
tional committeeman; Mayor Roy O. 
Woodruff, of Bay City, and Charles P. 
O’Neill, chairman of the state centrai 
committee.

In response to an earnest request, 
the colonel stepped to the platform 
of his car and said: “Good morning. 
I’m so glad to he in Michigan again,” 
to the 200 persons collected to greet 
him.

At the armory Roosevelt gave ample 
evidence of his estimation of his own 
importance in the eyes of his enemies. 
Scores of times he referred to the 
hatred held by trusts, money power, 
corrupt politicians and their ilk to­
wards "me." He declared the fight he 
was leading was for the people; that 
both the old parties were now merely 
organizations of politicians who used 
the people for their own purposes—to 
control power, wealth and office.

“I have never preached discon­
tent with anything,'’ he said, "except 
crooks, big crooks and little crooks.”

Some of His Statements.
Here are other of his statements:
"I have been amused at the charge 

of our opponents that this is a one- 
man movement. If it were, I would 
not be in it: this is a movement of the 
people.”

"I preach government of neither the 
plutocracy nor the mob; only that of 
an intelligent people."

"I had the pleasure of appearing be­
fore the Senate investigating commit­
tee. I thoroughly enjoyed the ses­
sion.”

“Penrose and Archbold appeared to 
testify against me; really, they testi­
fied against Cornelius Bliss. He is 
dead several years. He cannot answer 
them.”
