Duke and Duchess of York Hear
- Eighteen Addresses in
O1nie Day.

Are Entertained at Belfast by the
Corporation Before Leaving
for Seotland.

BeLrasT, Sept. 8.—This was a very
busy day for the Duke and Duchess of
York, and it was the last day of their
stay in Ireland.

HAWATIAN SITUATION.

Admiral Beardslee Gives an Impartial View
of the Subject,

SaN Francisco, Sept. 6.—Admiral L.
A. Beardslee, who had been in command
of the Pacific equadron for three years,
arrived yesterday from Honolulu on the
steamer Alameda.

They are more apathetic than antagon-
istic.

JAPAN T0 ARBITRATE

Text of Aceeptance of the Proposal
to Adjust Differences With
Hawaili.

The King of the Belgians Has
Been Named as the Sole
Referee.

‘WasHINGgTON, D.C., Sept. 7.—The full
text of the formal acceptance by the
Japanese government of the proposal to
arbitrate its difference with Hawaii has
been received in this city, and a copy
was to-day delivered to Secretary Sher-
; by thesecretary of the -Japanete
legation, Mr. Mataui. Itig from Connt
Okamua, minister of foreign affairs to H,
Shimaura, Japanese minister to Hawaii,
After acknowledging the receipt of
Hawaii’s offer of arbitration, it

says: ‘“‘The Imperial government
are firmly convinced that their com-
plaints in this matter are well-founded
and their demands are just and reason-
able. Nevertheless in a spirit of concil-
iation and in the hope that their action
may contribute to the good relations of
the two countries, they have resolved to
accept, subject to certain necessary limi-
tations and qualifications, the proposal
of the government of Hawaii.”

The Japanese government proposes
that the King of the Belgians shall be
sole arbitrator, that the essential facts
of the case shall be agreed to by the two
governments before submission to the
arbitrators, that the arbitrators shall
address his deciston to the points of
divergence as desired in advance, and
that the Japanese government does not
consent to the rejection of laborers un-
less they cannot prove ownership of $50
each, nor the applicability of the treaty
of 1871 to Japanese subjects other than
those of the merchant class. A detailed
staterrent of which the Japanese govern-
ment wishes to restrict the scope of the
arbitration is set forth in instructions to
the minister.

SWEPT BY FIRE.

The Town of Magog Suffers a Heavy Loss
in the Business Portion.

MaGoa, Que., Sept. 7.—The business
portion of the town of Magog was wiped
out by fire early this morning. The fire
originated in the store of B. L. Godyette,

on Main street, and swept along the east
side of the street, destroying the big
new block of A. G. Dolloroff as well as
the stock, valued at over $15,000. ' The
Magog Enterprise office, Chamberlain’s
milinery store, Lepine’s and Jondrose’s
meat markets, and several other stores
were burned. The fire then jumped
across the street and consumed the East-
ern Township bank, Shedrick’s jewelry
store, and several other places. The
loss will be very heavy, nearly $100,000.

BISUARCK ON BAITAIN

He Wants Some Arrangement Where-
by British Expansion May
Be Checked.

Evidently Would Like to See the
Powers Combine Against the
Union Jaek.

Paris, Sept. 7.—The Gaulois to-day
prints an interview with Prince Bis-
marck, in which he is quoted as having
expressed the fear that the effarts made
at Peterhof were so much wasted time.
What was required, the ex-chancellor is
said to have added, was a serious active
agreement, with a well-defined pro-
gramme and much clear-sightedness
and tenacity to achieve a result whereby
the pretensions of Great Britain could
be stayed. The prince was further
quoted as remarking: “‘It is absolutely
certain that Germany will not succeed
in attaing this end, and she might re-
gret having harrassed England too
much.”

Prince Bismarck admitted that the
time was K{)ropitions for the snatching of
Egypt and the Suez canal from England
but eaid he did not believe that the
Frenchmen have any passionate interest
in that question, adding *‘ Perhaps they
are right to wait for us Germans to be-
come still more deeply involved in our
foreign policy for now we have neither
leadership nor principals. Everyone is
groping about and the treasurers influ-
ence I labored ta accumulate are being
profitlessly squandered.”

The Boleil, in an important article
draws contrasts beteen the Dribund and
the Russo-Franco alliance. Germany
and Austria, the paper says, have no
claim to each others aid unless attacked
simultaneously by two adversaries,
while the Russo-Franco alliance im-
poses the obligation to assist if
either is attacked by a single
enemy. The implication of this
contract is that in the event
of war hostilitiee would inevitably be-
come universal, becanse under the pre-
sent circumstances a war between
France and Germany would be bound to
bring Rusgia into the field, thus provid-
ing a basis for Austria and Italy to join
in the conflict under provisions of “the
dreibund. According to another state-
ment, Russia only agreed to the treaty
upon condition that France should aban-
don all idea of a war of revenge upon
Germany for the purpose of recovering
Alsace-Lorraine. This is borne out by
the statement of the Buda-Pest Lemzit,
the organ of the Hungarian foreigp
office, that Emperor William during his
visit to St. Petersburg obtained confiden-
tial assurance, which he imparted to
Austria and Italy, that the proposed
Franco-Rusgian treaty was purely defen-
sive and devoid of hostility toward any
power whatsoever,

BRISTOL-EUGENE NEWS

Disappointed Passengers for Daw-
son City Throng the Hotels
of Victoria.

Legal Proceedings Will Be Insti-
tuted—The End is
Not Yet.

As briefly outlined in the CoronisT of
Wednesday morning, the Columbia river
steamer Eugene has once more distin-
guished herself by a coup as daring and
piratical as that by whlech her escape
from Customs Officer Rowe was accom-

Btripes were again flying free at the

masthead when the notorious stern-
wheeler passed in the night from the
jurisdiction of British law, and un-
doubtedly Captain Lewis chuckled as he
increased the distance between himself
and the Bristol, forgetting that he is
amenable to United States as well as to

Canadian law. He will be beyond the
reach of outraged British justice as soon
as he touches an American port; but
then the fact that he has no papers of
any kind will be sufficient to secure for
him a heavy fine, if not confiscation by
the government of which he has been so
conspicuous if so discreditable an ad-
vertisement.

As for the Bristol, she is back in har-
bor, and her passengers fill the city ho-
tels. They are for the most part
‘‘ broke,”’ or very seriously handieapped
a8 to finances; and while they are not
vet decided as to whether they will re-
main here until spring or try Dalton’s
trail for it before the winter regularly
closee in—they are making
vigorous preparations for pressing their
legal claims for damages in the Cana-
dian courts.

Messrs. Drake, Jackson & Helmcken

Then would come the chapter dealing
with the seizure of the Eugene and her
dramatic defiance of constituted author-
ity as represented in the person of
deputy collector Rowe of Union Bay.
The picking up of the Eugene by the
Bristol en route north, with the disable-
ment of the river tub would furnish the
plot for the next scene, the declaration
of the passengers against further pro-
gress in the cockleshell and the return
to Alert Bay being incidental to the
general development of the story. Chap-
ter four would deal with the second
escape of the Eugene, while ¢he lights of
Victoria were in sight, and the indignant
passengers shouted in vain from the big
steamer for her consort to return.

Almost every one of the eity hotels
now has its quota of Bristol people, and
from them it is no hard matter to secure
fullest particulars of the inauspicious
cruise. In the first place, they believe
they have a claim for damages arising
out of the failure of the steamship com-
pany to give the Bristol despateh at the
advertised date. Then they have half a
dozen other points that they believe to
contain ground fer action—but of these
late.

The Bristol sailed from Vietoria for
St. Michael’son August 29 and soon
picked,up the Eugene, which had been
instructed not to touch at Victoria, but
had done so and thereby rendered her-
self liable to the custome. Two hundred
and more passengers who were bound
for Klondyke were for the most part on
the big ex-collier, only about twelve as-
sisting to work the flimsy river boat in
return for a cut-rate passage.

“At Union where a call had to be
made for coal, the seizure of the Eugene
was made, and it cannot be said that
the passengers felt other than pleased
when Captain Lewis took the desperate
course of running away from the law—
every day meant lessened chances of
getting up the river, and the miners did
not care to wait for red tapeism or the
setting right of violated regulations.
When the Bristol, by consent of the
authorities, overhauled the *‘gsoap-box
afloat’’ prospects became generally
brighter and the passengers commenced
to feel that their troubles were at last
ended.

It was only for a day or so, however.
Then the unseaworthiness of the river
boat occasioned fresh alarm. The water
commenced to come in, the geams
opened, and the boat on the whole
showed signs of speedy dissolution.
Then it was that the dozen passengers
on the Eugene declined to take further
chances with their lives, and yielding to
their unanimous request, Captain Lewis
signalled to the Bristol, which was pro-
ceeding under slow steam probably a
quarter of a mile away, to come along-
side and take the smaller steamer in tow
to the nearest port for the purpose of
making necessary repairs.

There was no time lost in complying
with this request, and twenty-four hours
later both steamers entered Alert Bay,
the Eugene as a tow. Captain Lewis
immediately called for a survey, and
this was made by First Officer Gates of
the Bristol, Oaptain Fulton of Victoria

—who chanced to be among the north
bound passengers; Shipbuilder Schlego-
man, and the skipper of the Eugene.
Their report was as follows:

ALErT BAY, Sept. 4, 1897.

We, the undersigned, at the request of
Captain C. H. Lewis, of the stern
wheeler steamer Eugene, belonging to
the port of Portland, in the state of
Oregon, which said steamer arrived in
this bay on this day in tow of the steam-
ship Bristol, having put back on her
voyage to St. Michaels owing to
damage received during her voyage.
We surveyed said ship, and after care-
ful inspection thereof we to report
that at 8.50 p.m. we sounded her wells
and found eleven and onme-half (1114)
inches, and at 7:30 p.m. sounded again
and found she had made two inches in
the hour, We found that on the port
bilge eleven (11) knees were broken, and
on the starboard gide five (5) broken;
that the oakum in the seams in the
ship’s hull had worked through and was

water running freely through various
places. We measured her sister keel-
gons'and found them' to be 14x4 inches,
and the pcarfs of which were worked
loose., The frames of the ship were
found to be 18 inches apart, and
3x6 on the sides and bottom ;
her clamp pieces 12x2 inches.  We
also found the deck frames to be
2x4 and the deck planks 4x13{ inches,
the seams and butts of which were open
and in places not' corked. On her main
deck, built over her sister keelsone, was
a strong trestle work well stayed and
bolted, which trestle work had worked
loose in many places; we found that the
cylinder plate butts had drawn one inch ;
her stern partition was built with ‘one
inch boards nailed to 3x3 inch uprights,
and not supported by-anything except
the frame work of a state room; we also
found the deck house badly strained,
and we hereby certify that in our esti-
mation it is abgolutely necessary that
the said ship proceeds to some near port
where all necessary repairs can be made
and the ship put in a seaworthy con-
dition to proceed on her voyage.

With the facilities at hand in Alert
Bay it was impossible to do more than
patch up the leaking craft, yet even this
work occupied so much time that the
passengers felt that further advance
would be useless. Too much time had
already been sacrificed to permit of
Dawson City being made before the
freezing of the river. So Captain Mec-
Intyre was interviewed by a committee
of passengers who pointed out the hope-
lessness of proceeding and asked that a
return be made to Victoria.

To this proposition the Bristol’s skip-
per would not listen, and as Captain
Lewis and his crew refused to proceed
to sea again in the Eugene—holding that
she would go to pieces in the first rough
sea—ddimcn ty presented itself on every
hand.

On. Friday last, the Bristol and her
comsorf having then en two days at
Alert Bay, a ntticé was" posted on the
side of the big steamship announcing
for the information of those concerned
that the ship would sail the following
morningat 8—no destination being how-
ever specified. It was on this point that
a passengers’ committee again sought
Captain McIntyre, and his reply was
prompt and laconic.

“We started for St. Michaels, I be-
lieve,” he said, “and I have not had
any instructions as to our destination
being changed.”

More consultation took place, and
aftera long refusal the passengers sub-
scribed to a  document previously pre-
sented to them on each occasion on
which they had asked that a return be
made to some port at which the Eugene
might be repaired—by which they agreed
not to take action of any kind agaiust
the Bristol’s owners or charterers for
failure to perform their contract. As
soon as this pledge was given
the steamer’s nose was pointed for
home, and no time was lost in covering
the intervening distance.

As to the Eungene’s break for freedom,
the Bristol’s passengers say it was looked
for from the time Alert Bay was left as-
tern. It was in fact the very day that
they got away, that Mr. G. C. Van Ness,
the secretary of the miners’ committee
asked Captain Lewis of the Eugene, to
transfer the command of that craft to
him for the day—not making any secret
of his reason for propounding this re-
markable request.

The deeired permission was accorded,
and Van Ness with a party of six well-
armed men went on board. To-
wards morning thejr suspicions were
verified in a way, for Dr. Phil-
liFs was awakened by the noise
of someone moving about stealthily
just in time to prevent Manager Mc-
Farland and his family taking an un-
ceremonious departure from the steamer
with the aid of a little skiff. He had got
his portable belongings together, and
was decamping, as he explained, ** be-
cause there did not seem to be anything
he could do, and flight appeared to be
his only expedient.”” For the sake of
his family he pleaded to beallowed to go,
but the guards were obdurate, and in-
sisted that he must return with the rest
and face the music that would be played
for him,

When the last stage of the homeward
journey was entered upon, Van Nest
again proferred his services as temporary
commander. This time, however, the
offer was spurned immediately, the skip-
per of the Eugene appealing to the com-
mander of the Bristol against armed
men coming on board his vessel, and
being, of course, sustained.

As expected, the river boat was not
behind her when the Bristol reached
port—Secretary Van Ness goes so far as
to say that the Bristol facilitated her es-
cape, running within a ship’s length of
American water and making no effort to
recapture the outlaw craft when the line
was cut and her intention became plain-
ly evident. The explanation was that
the Eugene had run for shallow water
and it would be impossible for the Bris-
tol to follow.

Dr,- Phillips of London, ansther of
the passengers, tells substantislly the
same story of the cruise as does Mr. Van
Ness. He explaing that Captain MclIn-
tyre at all times during the trip deferred
to_his purser, Mr. Johnson, in deter~
