Steamer Manauense Returrs With
the Wealthiest Crowd That Has
Yet Returned South.

Estimates of the Gold and Brafts
on Board Run From One to
Three Million Dollars.

Universal Condemnation of  the
Mining Laws snd Offiei+ls Who
Administer Them,
L

A million or more in golden dust and
bright yellow nuggets, with two millions
added in bank paper and other equally
valuable securities. Such is the mini-
mum ' estimate of the wealth brought
from the Klondike treasure land yes-
terday by the steamer Manauense—the
richest of the gold-bearing fleet to come
down this season, and the richest by far
of any gold ship to lind her toil-worn but
envied argonauts at any point in British
Columbia.

It was on July 20 that the Manauense
left St. Michael, and so effectually ‘did
her master cater for the down river pas-
senger by the Healey, Merwin, Alice and
Marguerite that there were very few

of these passengers left at the Yukon
mouth when she weighed anchor home-
ward bound. Three hundred odd miners
and frontier traders, representing in
themselves every degree of failure as
well as success made up the passenger
list, and the debarkation of these at Vie-
toria’s dock ecarried the old-timers back
in memory to the sunniest days of the
Fraser river rush and the halcyon era
of Cariboo’s greatness, while the fame
even of these was eclipsed by the Klon-
dike demonstration of the afternoon.

Sacks and bottles containing hundreds
of dollars in flaky gold or heavy dust
tailed to excite more than passing atten-
tion; ‘hand satchels whose suspicious
weight would usually have drawn round
them a concourse of the curious, received
scarce the tribute of a glance—for there
were fortunes to be brietly viewed whosé
bulk testified to many thousands, and to
but lift some of which taxed the strength
of bronzed and stalwart veterans of the
mines. :

“We've got on board between three
and four millions in dust and nuggets,”
said J. M. Hayes, of Charleston, Ill.,
who as an original claim owner on EI
Dora@o and one of the promoters of
the biggest transportation syndicates of
the North, was looked to as something
of an authority. This statement Cap-
tain Edwards and Purser Richards, of
the Manauense endorsed as unquestion-
ably and unqualifiedly correct, and as
though to still further confirm the truth
of the estimate, the sacks and satchels,
boxes and bags of' treasure streamed
ashore almost as seon as the ship had
docked.

All of the pilgrims who brought home
bullion brought it in quantity, and while
there were many of the returning com-
pany who stepped upon the deck poorer
in purse though richer in experience than
when  they entered the Klondike, they
were in the minority, and their compani-
ons with the money did the talking.

- Their discourse- was of ‘the ipefliei 48
and cupidity of Gold Conimissioner Faw-

cett; the unworkable nature of the Yu-
kon mining regulations as administered
by him; the prospect of famine and for-
tune walking hand in hand through the
ice-bound gold fields during the long Arc-
tic. night, through few of the supply
steamers being able to make their way
up to Dawsen; and, last of all, with ref-
erence to the gold that they and their
companions have won from the reluctant
streams and benches of the North.

Tales of fortune winnirg and of dire
distress alternated 'in the conversation
of the new arrivals, many of those who
had earned their wealth in five or six
figures receiving with-sad faces the con-
gratulations of their friends, for in their
own prosperity they could not forget the
hundreds whose lives had been sacrificed
to the Gold King in his home, nor yet
those other hundreds who are scattered
all along the great river of the North—
their provisions lost; their avenues of
egress blocked; and the grim spectre of
starvation at their shoulder.

So much worse than usual is the Yu-
kon channel this year, according to their
report, that few of any of the lower
river supply steamers will get through at
all from St. Michael, while even if fully
laden every trip the up-river boats will
scarcely be able to deliver food in suffici-
ent guantity to maintain through win-
ter the actual population of to-day. The
only hope for next winter is in the
stampede out that has already commenc-
ed, the outfits of the faint-hearted aug-
menting the ‘resources of the more reso-
lute men of the camp.

As illustrating the origin of the over-
shadowing terror, Mr. Hayes explains
that when the river rose this spring to
eighteen feet above former high mark,
it so washed out the islands in the flats
that the whole river became ribbed with
sand bars. These and the absence of
wood for fuel occasioned by the great ice
drift having . swept the banks clear of
timber, offer unsurmountable obstacles
to the steamer fleet, having practically
obliterated the channel from Circle City
to Fort Hamlin, where even rowboats
have failed ‘to find free navigation, with
ten and sometimes only eight inches of
water from shore from shore, and all
landmarks swept away. :

Of the gold receipts by the Manauense,
the approximations vary from the ‘“half
a million in bullion and perhaps twice
that in paper” of the comservative pas-
sengers, to the ‘“four million in gold
alone” told of by the ship’s officers and
the more enthusiastic of the argonauts.
Certain it is that all the steamer’s steel
vaults were filled before the gold had
fairly commenced to come on board, and
many of the passengers kept faithfui
guard over big piles of gold on the jour-
ney down. Contributing to the total—
immense in any event—are perhaps thir-
ty who write their fortunes in five figures
or more, the names and stakes of a few
of these being instanced as hereunder:

Rev. C. Hestwood, formerly a Metho-
dist pastor of San Francisco, now known
throughout the North as ‘“The Preach-
er.”. He returns with $184,000 in dust
and drafts—the former making up the
$84,000.

Michael Trainor, a sailor from San
Francisco also, commonly known in the
North as “Mike Murphy,” whose sack
holds $34,000. !

Three More Arrivals From the
Yukon Reach Victoria on
the Tees.

Large Sums Represented in Gold
and Drafts.—Big Salmon Packs

More gold came from the North on the
C P.N. steamer Tees yesterday, having
in the main been brought south by Mr.
F. M. Rattenbury, of the Lake Bennett
and Klondike Navigation Company, and
A. W. Robinson,-A. J. Krouert and 8.
W. Nickerson. The total amount in
dust and drafts brought by the-steamer
can hardly be arrived at, as several who
had wealth kept it in their possession
tha entire trip, so much so that in one
instance, a lucky man never left his
cabin from the day he took voyage until
his arrival here. The crew of the Tees
say that one of the passengers represent-
ed a couple of hundred thousand dol-
lars in drafts, but this amount would

probably represent much more than the
whole amount brought down.

The steamer did not connect with any
of the lake fleet, and she is over a week
frem Skagway, having made ecalls at
many of the British Columbia ports. She
brings the latest news concerning the
sa!mon packs on the northern rivers.
Several of the Skeena river canners, it
is said, did not prepare for so large a
run of fish as is now on and have run
short of cans. Cunningham’s canneries
are an instance of this and they have
been obliged to send fish down to Lawe
Inlet to be canned. It seems as if the
Skeena, which last year contributed,
when compared with some former years,
a very small pereentage of the total
salmon back, is more alive with - fish
than for many seasons, and is likely to
prcduce a bigger pack than Rivers In-
et. When the Tees sailed there were
the following packs on the Skeena: In-

000 cases; Cunningham’s, 12,000 cases;

ARRIVAL OF SPANIARDS AT NOOTKA.

To the Editor: Before proceeding with
any further description, it may be stated
that during the first few years of the sea-
ofter trade, whilst carried on by British
officers and sailors, there had been no diffi-
culty in dealing with the natives. = The
c¢rews were under good discipline. As soon
however, as the Boston traders and the
Spaniards appeared, the natives became
distrustful and troublesome. In 1788 two
vessels, der the United States flag, ar-
rived and wintered at Nootka. 'Be this as
it may, Captain Meares made arrangements
with Chief Maquillan to receive the land
1equired by him, and permission to have a
party of workmen ashore, who were sup-
posed to be provided with adequate protec-
tion against the natives. The bargain was
closed by Captain Meares presenting to
Maquillan an elegant pair of pistols, on
which the chief had apparently set his eyes.
Chief Callicum and the ladies of his family
were also furnished with suitable presents,
the chief undertaking to prevent the na-
tives from committing any depredations on
Captain Meares’ men.
In the course of 12 days a house was
built, sufficiently large to accommodate the
workmen on shore. * On the ground fipor
there was ample room for the coopers, sail-
makers and other artizans to work in bad
weather. A large room was set apart for
stores and previsions. The armerer’s shop
was attached to one end of the building,
and communicated with it.. The upper
story was divided into an eating room and
chambers for the party. A strong breast-
work was thrown up around the house, en-
closing a considerable area of ground, on
which a piece of cannon was placed in such
a position.as to command the cove and the
village of Nootka, and which formed a for-
tification sufficient to secure the party from
intrusion.””

After laying the keel of the proposed ves-
sel of 40 tons burthen, Captain Meares pro-
ceeded southward in the Felice, and ob-

tooche and other chiefs. He returned in
September, when the new vessel was
launched and named the Northwest Amer-
fca. Shortly aftetwards, having collected a
cargo of furs, he departed for China, leav-
ing the Iphigenia and Northwest America
in Nootka sound. or Friendly cove, with
orders to winter at the Sandwich islands,
anl to return to the coast in the spring.

Captain Meares reached Chind early in
December. The ship Felice was sold, and
Captain Meares formed a joint stock com-
pany, composed of himself and others, con-
trolling the ships Prince of Wales. Princess
Royal, and the Argonaut.

San Carlos, of 16 guns, which vessel had
also sailed from San Blas, loaded with
.cannon and other warlike stores. °

From the time of the arrival of the
Princessa unti! the ‘14th of May, mutual
civilities passed between Captain Douglas
and the SPanlsh officers, and even supplies
were obtained from Don Martinez for the
use of the ship. On the 14th, Captain
Douglas was invited on board the Princessa,
and, to his great surprise, was informed by
Don Martinez that he ha.d orders from the
King of Spain to seize all ships and vessels
ke might find upon that coast; and that
he, the commander of the Iphigenia, was
ihen his prisoner. Don Martinez thereupon
irstructed his officers to take possession of
of the Iphigenia, which they accordingly
did, in the name of His Catholic Majesty.
The officers and crew of that ship were
immediately conveyed as prisoners on board
the Spanish ships, where they were put in
irons and otherwise ill-treated.

As soon as the Iphigenia had been seized,
Don Martinez took possession of the lands
belonging to Captain Meares, om which the
buildings before mentioned had been erect-
ed, hoistinz thereupon the standard of
Spain, declaring.-at the same time that all
the lands on the west coast of Ameriea,
comprised between Cape Horn and the 60th
degree of north latitude, did belong to His
Catholic Majesty. He then proceeded to
build batteries, storehouses, etc.,. in the
execution of which he forciblv employed
some of the crew of the Iphigenia, and
many of them who attempted to resist wero
severely punished. Whilst the Spaniards
had possession of the Iphigenia, ‘ she was
stripped of all the merchandise which had
been provided for trading; also of her
stores, provisions, nautical Instruments,
charts, ete., and, in short, every other arti-
cle which they could conveniently . carry
away (excepting 12 bars of iron), even to
ith,e master’'s watch and drticles of cloth-
ng.’’
The denouement of the Spanish policy,
and the extravagant claims of Spain in
1788-89 on the west coast of Vancouver
island. as proclaimed under the shadow of
the Spanish standard, appears to be of
special interest at the present time, .and
may, with your permission, form the basis
of another short article.

Gentlemen: The period has again ar-
rived when it is the duty of your direc-
tors to report on the result of the half-
gear just ended, and from that result
to recommend to you a division in the
shape of a dividend. At this, the usual
time of our meeting, we are not prepar-
ed, as you are aware, to lay before you
the half-yearly accounts, simply from
the fact that we have not yet received

sibly can, they will be printed and semt
to each shareholder without delay. The
balance of profit and loss account we
have now in hand, after making pro-
vision for all ascertained losses is £18,-
445 1s. 8d., of which sum the proposed
dividend of 5 per cent. per annum will
absorb £15,000, leaving a balance to be
carried forward of $3,415 1s. 3d. This
result bears favorable comparison with
the three previous half-years, both as re-
gards the total amount of profit, and
the sum’ carried forward to-next half-
year’s account after deduction of divi-
dent.
