'DANGERS TO SHIPPING.

Claim Made on the Sound That Any
Man May Act as a Pilet,

. British shipowners will doubtless ' be
interested to learn that, according to a
espatch from Port Townsend, any ome
can go on board the incoming ¢raft and
representing himself as a pilot, take the
steamers into the inland waters at risk.
:;& Port . Townsend = despatch says:
Harry 8. Garfield of this city feels
that he has been slandered by Seattle
newspapers in their stories touching his
handling of the Norwegian steamer Her-
cules and said today he will consult at-
torneys with a view of bringing suit.

_Garfield is free to admit that he
piloted the Hercules from the straits a
few miles from Point Wilson to Taco-
ma.  Furthermore, he claims to have
the right to do so, citing the reeent
case: .of - the ' state vs. Captain
Charles  W. Ames, of  ‘Tacoma,
who was charged with piloting without
a license. Captain Ames carried a
Unitéd States license, but mone issued
by the state board of pilot commission-
ers, and it was this point on which the
case hinged.

The ‘pilot law lost out and more than
one shipping man here says there is
nothing in the world now to stop any
man who hasg a knowledge of Puget
Sound waters from piloting a vessel, so
long as no regular pilot is on hand to
offer ‘his services, this, of course, ap-
plying only to foreign vessels entering '’

the Sound.
