critieal. . In the meantime the govern-.
ment had made good. It had restored
confidence in business circles, had
recognized the finances of the province
on a sound basis, and for\the first time
in -its history converted a long line of
annual -deficits into surpluses. On the
next oceasion when' Premier Mc¢Bride
went to'the country, he was returned
with.a good working majority, and was
enabled -to carry on the administration
of affatrs much more efficiently on the

and to begin to undertake those larger
schemes -of development and public
policy which, owing to the state of
finances, it was not “possible at the
outset-“to undertake. A well-filled
treasiiry . was necessary to inaugurate
thede comprehensive and important un-
dertakings, and the government te do
the things it had in view, and which
the country naturally looked for in a
Conservative administration, had to go
slowly and lay the foundations on a
strong and enduring. basis of ‘public
credit and financial resource. We have
been told and to some extent the im-
pression has gone abroad that the
sweeping success of the government at
the polls in the elections of November
last was due to its railway policy, and
that the people were hypnotized by the
prospects of railway construction.

Now, gir, it.is quite true that owing
to the prominence given to the railway
proposals by the Opposition and by
some of our misguided political friends,
it became the issue into which all other
issues were, submerged, but I have no
hesitation in stating that had there
been no railway policy the results
would not have been much different.
The people endorsed the railway policy
bepause they endorsed and had confi-
dence- in the government itself.. (Ap-
plause.) It wa&s the government that
had op.tl:%id:'tﬁe railway policy, and not
the. railway peoliey which had carried
the gavernment into power. (Applause.)
If that were not so, the people would
never have entrusted it with so gigan-
tic a responsibility as is involved in
Lthis undertaking. There were a dozen
constituencies not affected by the con-
struction of the proposed railway lines
—-—sqn‘f of them not even remotely. Had
they been actuated by selfish motives
they inight natufally have ‘been ex-
pected to oppose such a policy. As a
matter of fact, five of these, Cranbrook,
Nelson, Rossland; Skeena. and ‘Cariboo
had returned Conseérvatives where they
had formerly returned Liberals. On
‘the. other. hand, two constituencies
tvitally interested in the construction of
the Canadian Northern—Esquimalt and
Nanaimo—had returned members op-
nposed to the government. Here is proof
positive that at least fourteen out of
forty-two constituencies were not in-
flueficed by the material agpects of the
railway policy, and we might with equal
conffdence assert that the remaining
twenty-eight were not to any greater
degree. affected by it. *

I have, Mr. Speaker, referred to these
matters, as I -have said before, not for
introducing eletion

the defeat of opponents. It is because
they directly affeet and enter intg the
subject I have in hand.
