A RECREANT BOARD OF TRADE.

1t is melancholy indeed that the
cHief city of Ontatio, the centre of Canadisn
intellectnal life, should have given such o
deliversnce through its bosrd of trade as
that which we published yesterdsy. The
evils arising from the contests of railway
compsanies, snd those which result from the
monopolies which all railway companies
aim at, are so grest that in almost all civil
jzed countries there exists either members
of the government or commissions who
Have the right to interfere with and to reg-
ulate railways. Mr, MoCarthy has with
praiseworthy public spiris, in defiance of the
passive resistance of his friends in the gov-
ernment, for several sessions pressed upon
the house his measure for the appointment
of a railway commission for Canadas.

During the lasttwo years the GrandTrunk
has made grest strides towsrd monopoly.
‘I¢ has sbsorbed the Midland Railway, the
Toronto and Nipissing, the Toronto and

. Ottaws, and finally the Grest Western
with ' its mumerous branches, It is now
striving to extend still further ite ramifica-
tions, avowedly siming at an entire mon-
opoly of the whole railway system of the
provioee of Ontsrio, There never was &
time - that the iuterests of the merchants
of Outario, of the city of Toronto, and of
the province st large could have been more
benefisted by s fesrless, independent stand
taken by the board of trade that at this yery
moment, Yet this important body under the
manipulation of two or three railway men,
Mr. Robert Jaffray, Mr, Wi, Thompson,
Mz, W, Gooderhum, declares its opposi-
sion to Mr. McCarthy’s useful, we may
88y, Decessary measure. 1t was only the
casting vote of the chairman that effected
this, but on such s subject there should
have been no opposition, save from those
personally- interested in railways, We
boldly ssy thst oo independent man in this
community can deny that Toronto does
suffer just now in half & dozen ways from
the encroaschments of ralways upon private
rights, which can in no way be Jemedied
save by litigation far too expensive for in-
dividuals or even corporations to encounter,
snd which can only be properly re-
moved by the machineryd which
Mr. McCarthy’s bill provides,  In this case
the Toronto board. of ‘trade has utterly be-
trayed ite trust, and can never hold up its
head again as an independent body until it
has purged itself of the error into which it
has fallen.

The two chief papers of the city, the Mail
and the (Hlobe, are silent editorially on this
question, the Globe being worse than its
contemporary in that it has permitted to
appesr in its eolumns an article e,vidently

_ written by a railway mon, denouncing in
the strongest way this measure, without one
word of disapproval, though the (ilobe has .
been on record many times in favor of the
bill, But that was before the recent change
of management,

THE RAILWAY OOMMISSION BILL.

1t is barely possible that Mr. McCarthy’s
railway commission bill might have had a
good chance of getting passed the present
session, with more or less of amendment,
had it been supported by a strong msjority
in pumber and weight of the commercial
bodies. Had tle boards of trade and the
com exchanges in Montreal -and Toronto
respectively, pronounced very decided in i's

the potent reason why railway commission
bills are not likely to be very strongly sup<
ported either here or there, . Railway legis-
lation in tke public iuterest will, however,
be carried some dasy or. other for all that.
