RENEWED TROUBLE OVER ARGEN-
TINE SECURITIES, =

Great Financial Houses Helping Each
Other—Not Ready to Give Up Plural
Voting — Energy of Parnell’s Cam-
paign—Colonial Federation and Tariffs
_Sir Charles Dilke and the Purists.

LoxpoN, March 7.—There has been a Te-
vival this week of bear rumors in the Stock
Exchange, which are evidently the Teflex of
the newly aggravated situation in the Ar-
gentine. Several houses found it necessary
to give each other friendly assistance. “The
Muriettas have almost ceased to be talked
about, because they are now generally ad-
mitted to have surmounted their difficulties.
Though not customers of the Bank of Eng-
land, the latter has lent them £500,000 ster-
ling. They have obtained other assistance
elsewhere, and their position is mow con-
sidered stronger than it has been for months
past. Three of the largest financial houses
of the city were rudely shaken by these bear
attacks, but there is no substantial ground
for believing that any of them is seriously
affected or that we shall witness any big
disaster. The suicide of Agtrobus, junior
partner of Coutte', will not al ect that bank.

One interesting topic has been summarily
disposed of during the week. I refer to the
one man, one vote resolution. The Radicals
desire to deprive all the propertied classes of
duplicate qualifications and to reduce the
period of residence from twelve to three
months. Mr. Gladstone took part in the de-
bate, denying any compact of 1885, when
the last Reform bill was carried, that such a
measure should be regarded as a finality.
Mr. Chamberlain’s criticism of Mr. Glad-
stone’s speech was one of the ablest efforts
of that rival statesman. Mr. Chamberlain
was as anxious as Mr. Giadstone for a fur-
ther extension of the suffrage, but
denied its opportuneness. The su tantial
element of his objection to the Radical

T was that the resolution only
touched the fringe of the grievance. It was
useless to nibble at plural voting while Par-
liament suffered from the remarkable ano-
malies of the present ratio of representation.
The main point of this argument was, of
course, leveled against the disproportionate
numbers of the Irish representatives. The
(3ladstonian party were intensely annoyed at
the large majority against them on the divi-
sion, mainly owing to the absence of the
Irish members. Mr, Gladstone had counted
on substantial suppof't from the McCarthy-
ites, but his wing showed ds much indiffer-
ence as the Parnellites, with the result that
the Government secured over 100 majority.

Great interest is felt just now over the new
developments in the colonial policy witnessed
in South Africa, Canada and Australia.

Medical Education in the United States
‘ and Canada.

[The Canadian Practitioner.]

Weo have received the admirable report on
njedical education in the different medical
colleges of the United States and Canada for
the session 1889-90, published by Dr. John H.
Rauch, secretery of the Illinois State Board
of Health. It contains a vast amount of
information about all the colleges, including
their requirements, number- in attendance
tor.,ghe last ten years, number of graduates,
ete.

There are still grand opportunities ‘for
raising the standard in some parts of the
Union; for instance, we find such records as
the following from certain medical schools:
= uitriemen(hls 2{0:‘ Admz?iou, mz;)e; !:;
graduation, (1) 21 years of age;, 8o
mbral ¢l ter; (9 two tulF courses
of lectures; - (4) satisfactory examina-
tion.” We believe that in such the ex-
aminations are geherally satisfactory. The
great republic surely makes a farce of its
boasted freedom when it allows such atroci-
ties as these two-year mills to grind out
ignorant incompetents to prey on its credu-
lous and gullible citizens.

North America surpasses the world in its
machinery for manufacturing doctors.
Whence come they and whither do they go?
Will the supply soon meet the demand{ In
Canada there were, last year, 1564 medical
students, with 361 graduates. In the United
States there were 14,854 students and 4492
graduates. These figures should be encourag-
ing to those who feel nervous about the

supply.
E)ur medical schools are certainy doing ing

good work as far as quantity goes.
They are working with heroic patriotism
to .meet the demand before mention-
ed. Some of tnem have still vacant
seats, especially for those who wish. to take
full courses of didactic lectures, frequently
repeated. Thereisa positive charm about
lecturing to large classes and raking in pro-
portionate heaps of shekels. Laboratory and
bedside work is somewhat slow, difficult- and
expensive. Modern ideas on these pointe
should pe repressad. Those schools which
are trying to keep abreast of the times are
likely to interfere with vested rights. We
are told that such interference would be a
monstrous injustice and will not be tolerated
in this province at all events.

Some of these matters will shortly be con-
sidered by the Ontario Medical Coungcil in re-
vising the curriculum. The divine right of
Jecturing ad infinitum et ad nauseam is being
endangered. Medical students are begging
for short intervals between daylight and
dark for work in the laboratory, dissecting
room, mortuary, hospital and dispensary.
But some of our most experienced teacuers
say that such radicalism shottid not be en-
couraged; they have their didactic lectures,
carefully prepared many long years ago; let
the students attend these courses twice—and
vhrice, if they wish. A littie dissecting and
hospital work will be thrown in, but not
enough to interfere with the crowning glories
of diaactic lecturing.

Why bother about new-fangled and use-
less notions respecting biology, chemistry,
pathology and bacteriology! Recent ad-
vances in these brancheés necessitate an
amount of study, & division of labor and a
vast expenditure which are highly objection-
able. Lf, perchance, the costy appliances
for the demonstration of these subjects be
brought into the country, and if suitable and
well-equipped laboratories be erected,there is
a feeling 1n. ceytain quarters that medical
students saould be prevented from  partici-
pating in the penefits to be derivea chere-
from. We say, however, that such Views
do not meet with the b
of the profession of Ontario.
