There have been any number of deaths in 
other places from the same cause, and Toron­
to will no doubt soon furnish its quota if we 
allow more wires to be strung along our 
business streets.

If another company is to be allowed to go 
into operation, then it should be placed on 
exactly the same footing as the present com­
pany and made to place its wires under­
ground from thé start Let both be placed 
on the same footing. No favor should be 
granted to one that is refused to the other or 
to others, because if this privilege is granted 
now to this company, a similar one can 
hardly be refused to any other company ask­
ing it. Would it be fair to the old company 
after compelling it to place its wires under­
ground, to grant for any period, I don’t care 
how short the time, permission to other com­
panies to string their wires overhead! It 
certainly would not.

Is there any necessity'in the best interest 
of the city for another or opposition com­
pany ? Some years ago a client of mine had 
a little unpleasantness with the present com­
pany, and at his instance I took some trouble 
to enquire for him into the telephone 
business with a view of his inducing some 
capitalists to start an opposition company, 
but we concluded after investigation that it 
would not pay, except from one possible 
standpoint, and that was after getting start­
ed to sell out to the old company. I came to 
the conclusion that the old saving, “Opposi­
tion is the Life of Trade,” was not an abso­
lute trueism, for it did not apply to the tele­
phone service, and that it did not necessarily 
follow that reduction in rates from competi­
tion between two companies means economy 
to subscribers. This has been demonstrated 
in Montreal In that city the opposition 
company has about 1200 subscribers, and 
about three-fourths of them have the instru­
ments of both companies, which double 
service costs each subscriber $60 per annum, 
while the Toronto subscriber pays $50 a year.
I found that there was not a city on the con­
tinent as large as Toronto where the tele­
phone service for business people was 
as cheap as it is here. I do not think 
therefore that another company is needed.
We don’t want any more poles with overhead 
wires with all the attendant dangers to life 
and property. We don’t want our streets 
torn up any'more than is absolutely neces­
sary, and then only by permission and under 
the absolute control of the City Engineer.
In my judgment the present is an opportune 
time to make a new deni, and that can best 
be done with the old company, and it should 
be done on business principles. We have a 
valuable franchise; let the best bargain pos­
sible in the city’s interest be made out of it.
The company can afford to and should be 
compelled to give us the best possible ser- 

It should be compelled to finish 
up, as early as the City Engineer 
says it can be done, the placing of all 
its wires, where practicable, underground, 
and should be compelled to pay to the city a 
fair remuneration for the use of the streets, 
and that could, I think, be best arranged by 
charging a percentage on the gross earnings.

All this should be carefully considered and 
plenty of time taken for full consideration of 
the matter in all its bearings. * The City 
Engineer and Chairman of Board of Works 
could go to Montreal, and if thought desir­
able, to Sherbrooke and other places where 
there are opposition companies, and ascer­
tain if there was any practical benefit to the 
public from the double service. I think that 
they will come to the same conclusion that I 
havre, that one service is the best, and that 
we should compel that to be the very best.

the Varied Topics Discussed by Toronto*» 
Lieges In the Queen's Park Yesterday 

—Premonitions of Summer.
1 1

Yesterday was a typical spring Sunday, 
one after George Herbert’s own heart—“O, 
day most calm, most bright” Henoe the 
mass of bread-winners, the great army of 
toilers,largely turned out to bask in the balm 
and breathing air. The Queen’s Park was a 
favorite rendezvous and trysting-ground. 
Here hundreds of citizens congregated, the 
young men preponderating. Their object 
was germane to that of thé Athenians of 
old, “to me and hear some new thing.” But 
hope’s flattering tale was to a great extent 
delusive. What was to be seen was duly 
scanned: the progress of the huge legislative 
pile, the well-nigh completed red brick future 
home of Wycliffe collegiate students, the 
foundation work of the new Victoria Uni­
versity. Strolling done, welcome was the 
thankful rest on the conveniently-placed 
seats. All the surroundings were peace­
ful.—quite Sabbatic. The azure of the 
sky was flecked with fleecy clouds, 
t’.ie balmy breezes gently blew, the birds 
ohirped overhead, and all the trees gave evi­
dence in bursting buds that “Spring, spring, 
beautiful spring” has come. Nature’s wintry 
garb has been laid aside and renovation is 
the order of the day.

So far for the sights—the first part of the 
Athenians’ creed. As for the hearing it was 
a case of “he that hath oars to hear let 
hear.” And this is what The World’s Young 
Man heard: Groups of youth and of years 
mature discussing almost everything under 
the sun. But not only matters mundane, 
but those supposed to be pertinent to the 
throne of the Eternal. One knot was occu­
pied with the Mosaic cosmogony, another 
with Old Testament chronology, a third with 
the fundamentals of the Christian faith. 
One topic disposed of others cropped up like 
hydras’ heads. Secularism and its preten­
sions, Christianity and its claims, doctrine 
and dogma, belief and conduct, state-church- 
ism in England, the land-laws in Canada, 
missionary operations, their success and futil­
ity—these were more or less seriously 
toucbed on. Now and then the tone of ban­
ter usûrped that of argument, occasionally 
there were excited interruptions, not infre­
quently the loud laugh wnich Cowper predi­
cates “denotes the vacant mind.” Although 
the wordy wranglers gave each other some 
hard rhetorical knocks no bones were 
broken, and the Babel ceased.

Whilst all this was in progress, lo, there 
appeared on the scene the venerable, gray- 
bearded, bald-headed Scotchman of North 
Toronto, who, conceiving he has a mission 
to “evangelize” in the Park, has persistently 
done so for several successive summers. 
Like one of the old Hebrew prophets he 
dropped» suddenly on the scene, and his stri­
dent tones were heard: “Lo, the gospel note 
is sounding.1” He soon had an attentive 
audience, and was as plain-spoken in his ad­
dress as John the Baptist is reported to bave 
been when he was but “a voice crying in the 
wilderness.” “I speak that I know and tes­
tify what I have seen,” said this veritable 
evangelist “I give the message from my 
Master whether men will hear or whether 
they will forbear.” And having delivered 
his son! and declared himself free from the 
blood of his hearers, the old seer withdrew.

Little more remains to be said: The secu­
larist stand was unoccupied. Charles Watts’ 
followers, in view of the four nights’ Audi­
torium debate, acting on the principles of 
letting “well alone” and that “enough is as 
good as a feast.” The blood and fire warriors 
were in barracks and will not be in the open 
breach till May, when they will begin their 
summer campaign. “The Rock,” too, at the 
entrance of the park was deserted, the Tem­
perance Reformation Society not beihg pre­
pared to run any risk of April showers. 
Agnes-street Methodists still hold the fort in 
their winter quarters and will not commeirce 
their al fresco operations till the merry 
month of May. Then will come the other 
proselytizing missioners—he of the mystical 
and prophetic figures, the Christadelphian 
with his peculiar tenets, the Annihilationists, 
the Brethren, the city missionaries, the 
Single Tax men and others who 
scientiously advocate what they regard as 
the key of knowledge, the way of life, the 
panacea for evils in the body social, political, 
ecclesiastical Verily these are the days of 
the church militant, and $he parsonic office 
has no monopoly of the instructing of the 
ignorant and the enlightenment of the human 
mind.

The mounted policeman’s work in the 
Park yesterday was a sinecure, the solitary 
blue-coated representative on foot of law and 
order had a pleasant rather than irksome 
task, and as The World!» Young Man medi­
tatively retraced his steps to his sanctum he 
mentally repeated the query of little Peter- 
kin: “And what good came of it at last?” 
Probably the question is insoluble; at all 
events the rignt of free speech had been 
vindicated, matters of import had been dis­
cussed as safely as though each were under 
his own vine and fig tree and pent-up steam 
had been liberated, thereby relieving the in­
dividual safety valve.

The Fleming Bylaw.
Editor World: Knowing that ex-Alder* 

man Fleming was, so to speak, the father of 
the 15-cent bylaw, it is not to be wondered 
that he should rush into print in defence of 
his pernicious offspring: the more useless 
and incapable the child the fonder the 
parental attachment; and so it is with the 
worthy ex-alderman. He tides to bolster up 
his supreme legislative effort with a few 
generalities about humanity and justice, 
calls a few name», indulges in a little mild 
vituperation, and the one or two points he 
does make in his letter if criticised at all are 
in favor of the repeal of the bylaw.

In times past, he says: “Contracte 
advantage of the surplus labor to 
wages.” Has his bylaw reduced the surplus? 
On the contrary it has done the reverse. 
The fact that the rate of wages has been by 
the bylaw fixed in this city higher than the 
current rate outside has induced labor to 
come in from other cities and towns to the 
disadvantage of the permanent resident, 
and the fact stares us in the face that there 
are more unemployed laborers in the city at 
the present than heretofore. Does it require 
much discernment to understand that con­
tractors, and even the City Engineer, who is 
experimenting in doing the necessary works 
by day labor, cheaper if possible than by 
contract, will, when they can get the best 
and most competent men for 15 cents an 
hour, give that rate indiscriminately to the 
able and indifferent men alike? Are they 
not likely to exercise the right of choice and 
exclude the more incompetent and older men 
altogether? Then is it fair that these 
older men, permanent taxpayers in the city, 
many of them who t>y reason of the fixing of 
the rate are prevented from getting any­
thing to do, should contribute as taxpayers 
to pay the favored strong and capable man? 
If there should be any protection surely it 
should not be to the strong and capable man 
but to the older and more incompetent. Is there 
not likely to be more misery and want where 
a class of men are precluded from getting 
employment because of their inability to earn 
the fixed rate of wages than if allowed the 
liberty to earn what they are worth? What 
right has any municipal body to place the 
right to earn a living, be it ever so poor, be­
yond the reach of any class of the com­
munity to say be shall not work unless he is 
worth 15 cents an hour, and yet out of the 
little he had saved he shall pay taxes and 
thereby contribute to pay the man who can 
earn the stipulated wage? No speedier means 
can the city take to dishearten and pauperize 
a certain proportion of our honest and indus­
trious citizens. I venture to state that the 
worthy ex-alderman, were he building a 
house for himself, the money coming out of 

pocket, would be the last to pay any 
man more than he was worth or he could 
reasonably earn, and if bis pet bylaw had » 
personal application he would either find 
means to evade it or only employ such men 
as in his opinion would give him a fair re­
turn. In conclusion it appears to me Mr. 
Fleming did not at the time he introduced 
the bylaw, nor has he vet considered the 
question from a reasonable standpoint So 
reputable a citizen, so fair a minded man as he 
could have no ulterior motive in introducing 
or perpetuating such an injustice upon a part 
of the community be they ever so few.

we do not want two telephones. Business 
men want connection with the company 
that can give them the largest number of 
subscribers, and cannot afford to waste time 
in hunting through several lists to see if a 
certain person has a telephone and with 
which company connected.

The Bell Co. has served us faithfully for 
many years, and if not hampered in their 
operations will soon have all '* wires under- 
grouna, when we shall have all the latest 
improvements and the lowest rate possible 
consistent with efficient service. It is doubt­
ful, therefore, if there is room or necessity 
for another company. Should the council 
grant a franchise to another company it 
will simply perpetuate the nuisance of tear­
ing up the streets and result in no lasting 
benefit to the citizens, but endless complica­
tions to all concerned. We have at present 
two telegraph companies with main, local 
and call bell wires; one telephone company, 
two or three electric light companies and 
the Fire Alarm Telegraph. Some of these 
are engaged at present in putting their wires 
underground, aud all will require to do so in 
accordance with the bylaw before 1894. In 
view of the wholesale digging up of our 
streets this will involve, the council will 
make a great mistake in granting any 
further franchise of this kind, at least with­
out substantial compensation. Now is the 
time to take a decided stand in this matter, 
and it would be only fair that the pioneer 
company should be given a chance to show 
what they can do when their underground 
system is completed.

IrProposed Increase of Medical Monopoly.
Editor World: Mr. McKay’s proposed and 

•o-callod amendment to the Ontario Medical 
Act should receive the censure and opposi­
tion of every liberal-minded man and of 
every person who respects the medical pro­
fession. The object of the Ontario Medical 
Act was claimed at the time of its passing to 
be not for the purpose of monopoly, but to 
protect the public from injury by ignorant 
or incompetent prescribers of dangerous or 
poisonous drugs. By this act the doctors 
have already got a complete monopoly of 
medicine and surgical practice — the sole 
agencies of danger being confined to their 
hands. What more can they reasonably 
ask? The world moves on and it is an in­
disputable fact that many chronic diseases 
which baffled the “qualified” doctors have 
been cured by outsiders without medicine.

Are the doctors jealous of this ? Surely 
the medical profession does not want to place 
itself before the public as being injured in 
reputation because some outsiders have suc­
ceeded in curing by a different system of 
treatment the diseases aud persons whom its 
graduates failed to help by the regular sys- 

Legislation of this kind would be 
equivalen r to saying to the public, or to that 
portion of it suffering from chronic diseases:
•‘You have no business to get cured without^ 
medicine ; if our treatment does not cure you, 
you must remain uncured, the honor of 
profession demands this submission on your 
part and we have an act of the Ontario Par­
liament to enforce it.”

This would certainly be doing with a 
vengeance what Lord Macaulay denounces in 
Molier’s doctors who held that it was far 
better for a patient to die according or passenger, 
to rule than to be cured by innovation. This pecessary precautions taken by them for tiie 
is a utilitarian age, and the people want a safety ana comfort of passengers.

Utility, not prejudice nor fa 
should rule in the serious matter of health 
and disease.
