BOUT Ll;ﬁ miies down the 'lake
shore from Port Union the River
Rouge empties into Lake Ontario.
Along the pebbly shore &b the
mouth of the river, on the summit of HRose-
bank,” to the east.and in the shades gf thick
groves around about, are numerous: fents
where residents Wt Torouto are spending
their holidays. A coupld of these c#mpers
were standing near the thouse inside the
bar at the mouth of the river on Thursday
afternoon last, when they observed sometbing

floating in the water a few feet from the
bank, and pointed out the object to Willlam
Taylor, a young camper, who lives &b 518
Queen-street east and who was paddling
in the stream. He rowed across and
discovered that the * object™  was
the corpse of a man, evidently about
350r 40 years of age. The face of the
floatef, which was much’ decomposed, was
upturned and one arm was outstretched.
The corpse was towed ashore and secured to
the bank penaing the arrival of Coroner
Ferrier of Claremont. Subsequently it was
placed in the boathouse,

The body could not have lain where found
many hours, as the spot is much f{ ented.
Young Taylor and several others testify that
it was not floating there on the previaus day,
as they traversed the whole stream in the
vicinity. The water is four feet deepat this
point, and there is a current runging in
from the river to the lake. The Grand
Trunk Railway bridge crosses the stream a
few rods nearer the lake.

Description of the Body.

‘When Dr. R. W. Bateman of Pickering,
who had been summoned, examined the body
he discovered & bullet ‘bole in the right
temple, and blood was also oozing from ‘the
mouth, © The corpse ~ was.rthat#ef &
man of 6 feet 5 inches in height,
weight 140 .lbs, He  was clean
shaven with the exception of a heavy
sandy mustache, his bair being of the same
color. The body was clothed in a slate
colored tweed of diagonal marking. He bad
on a white shirt, evidently wora for the first
time, and the presence of the small bone
buttons at the neck and wrist bands usually
sold with shirts indicated that the article
had been recently purchased. His collar, a
1654 **Pilot,” with turned down corners, was
of fine quality and he wore & black necktie
with red stripes. His feet were encased in a
pair of fine black stockings and coarse rough
boots. Everything about the man’s appear-
ance went to show that he was in middling
circumstances. On the inside of the vest-
coat and pants was this stamp:

A search of the pockets revealed little
clue to his identity. A leatber pocket book,
empty  with— the exception of &
tin tobacco stamp, was - found in
one ° of his pockets. A small black
pipe and a white handkerchief of gooa
marking were found in the inside coat pocket,
together with an appliance for removing car-
tridges from a revolver. In another pocket
wers six cartridges of 32 calibre. In his leit

The body/ bad evidently been in the
water about a week. The face, which
had been ex] to the sun, was oonsider-
ably bloated and biackened, but the rest of
the body had been well preserved by the
water. A brown Christy suiff hat, purchased
at Dineen’s hat store in this city, was picked
up on Monday, July 27, ,near the spot where
the body was subsequently found, and is
known to have bewonged - to. the Jdead
man, The hat was T} -size .and had
been toor large for its  wearer.

What the Jury Learned.

Coroner Ferrier caused a jury to be sum-
moned, with Howard Smith as foremaun, and
Saturday eyening an inquest was opened in
the blacksmith shop of Mr. W, Cowan, lot
30 and 31, township of Pickering, a few rods
from where the corpse was found. Mr.J. E
Farewell, Q.C., of Whitby, Crown Attorney
for Ontario county, was present. Tele-
grams had been sent to the addresses in this
city found in the pockets of -the dead man,
and the inquest was delayed until evening
pending the arrival of either Mr, Cluthe or
Wr.

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HERE IS MYSTERY.

Who is the Floater and How Did He
Meet Death?

Cases of floaters being discovered have
been so numerous lately that but for one cir-
cumstance people would have probably con-
cluded that the man had fallen off the bridge
while intoxicated and the matter would have
heen dispelled from their minds until the
discovery of anotker body. But the pre-
sence of the bullet in the head furnishes a
Eenuiue mysvery and one that the Attorney-

eneral’s department should lose no time in
putting a detective at work to unravel. The
case is all the more mysterious from the fact
that the identity of tﬁe vietim cannot be
established. That Chance Long was the last
man who saw him alive other than his two
oommions is established by all the facts.
The body had evidently been in the water
nearly a week, and the discovery of the hat
floating in the stream Monday showed that
the man was then in the water. How did he
meet his'death? There are but three ex-
planations:

1. He either waded out into the stream,
fired the bullet into his head, and sank to the
bottom of theriver, the revolver slipping

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THE POSTMORTEM.

The Victim Died From a Pistol Wound in
the Right Temple,

The last yellow rays. of the sun were _still
lingering on_the hill tops Wwhen Dr. Bate
man of Pickering and Dr. J. R. Dales of
Dunbarton entered theboathouse Saturday
night with the reporter to make the post-
mortem. The exposure to the air during
the previous 48 hours had hastened de-
composition greatly, and the task of the
docstors was not an enviable one. The re-
sult of the examination was to prove  un-
mistakably that -the man was dead ~when/
placed in the water, death being directly due
to the bullet wound in the right temple,
The bullet was found imbedded in the brain.
The utter absence of water on the lungs es-
tablished the fact that death was not caused
by drowning. There were no other marks
of violence on the body, which was that of a
man in good health and weil nourished.

With the clues supported by The World
this morning the local authorities ought to
have no difficulty in establishing the identity
of the dead man, The purchase of the
clothes from Simons, the description of yhis
customer furnished by the York-street dealer,
together with the statements made by de-
ceased, would seem to indicate that the man
was alaborer. His hands also resemble th
of a m sed to hard work., The theory
that, out-of money and despondent through
lack of work, he sought relief in death would
be tenable were it not for the fact established
by the post mortem that the man was dead
before he entered the water. The hypothesis.
that he shot himself and, the bullet not kill-
ing him instantly, he waded into the water
is negatived by the fact thav the wound was
such as must have caused instant death.
The absence of a revolver is not significant,
as it could quite * easily haVe been
thrown into the waters of the
Rouge. The most suspicious feature of the
whole affair, however, is the continued
silence of the two men Who were with the
dead man the last time he was seen alive.
If the man’s death was accidental, why do
these men not come forward and tell what
they know ooncsrning his identity and his
movements? chaa

o The Inquest Adjourned.

After hearing the evidence.the inquest was
adjourned for a fortnight in order that a
postmortem examination, the result of which
is given elsewhere, might be made
of the ,remains .and in . the. hope
that in the meantime some clue
to the identity of the deceased may
be obtainéd. It will. resume again at
Secker’s Hotel, Liverpool, on Monday, Aug.
