The road-making season is now fairly
upon us, and the inquiry all over the coun-
try should be, ‘““How shall our roads be
made better 7  We coufess that we share
in this feeling very largely. And now,
while the question of improved systems and
laws for the management of this service
may be a matter for consideration at all
times, that of the most immediate concern
is ““ How shall we improve our highways
and streets with the systems already in ex
istence ?” Every patriotic citizen should
make this a subject of personal responsibil-
ity, for our country cannot be said to pros-
per with miserable roads.

F ffort should be made to have for
each day’s labor upon the tax lists one
actually expended upon the highways, or a
satisfactory reason given as to why it is not
fully shown to the public. 1t has been in-
timated by a Councillor that it would be
well to have a list of delinquent road tax

sers published by authority of our Mun-
icipal Council. This, perhaps, would be a
good move.

s of highways are really of the
most important officials in the* cotntry ;
then why should they not desire that the
dignity of their position be re} resented in
the complete carrying out of the authority
and trust reposed in them? That they
may do this fearlessly and hovestly their
efforts should have the backing of every
good citizen.

To further this obj the supervisor at
the end of each day’s road-making season,
might make a complete report to his district
of the day’s doings, giving credit for only
the time in which work was actually per-

AsBEsTos.—An article appeared in last
ssue of Gold Hunter stating that asbestos
mines were only known in the Province of
Quebec until quite recently, when a dis-

rery ofithis valuable minegal had been
found and located near Deep Brook, and
that Mr. William McNaughton, who for-
merly worked in the Quebec mines, made
the discovery. In an interview held on
