DEATH OF WALLACE E. PARR

A Well Known Citizen of Granville
Has Passed Away

There passed away suddenly on
Monday afternoon, July 28th, in New-
ton, Highlands, Mass., one of Granville
Ferry's, most respected citizens in the
person of Wallace E. Parr, aged 69
years.
