RURAIZ NOVA SCOTIA

There are mow 207 mautual tele-
phone companies organized and in-
corporated under the provisions of
the Nova Scotia Rural Telephone Act
—an increase for the year of sevem
new companies, according to ‘the re-
port of the Inspector of Rural Tele-
phone Companies, tabled Friday im
the Local House,

“There is in operation a pole line
mileage of 2,571 miles,” says the re=-
port, “a double wire mileage of 2,-
759 miles—an increase for the year
of 130 miles pole line and 147 miles
of metallic circuit wires. -

“There are now approximately 3
761 telephones in the mutual rural
;oompanies, an increase for the year
{of 125 telephones.”
