“Worship is an intensely per-
sonalact, the soaring of the in-
dividual spirit in personal adoration,
thanksgiving, confession, supplica-
tion, aspiration, as each one must
worship for himself, not vicariously.
And yet, as a matter of fact, the
worship of our non-liturgical
churches, generally speaking, isa
vicarious worship, with the excep-
tion of the singing, and even this
pnvﬂege is, in too many mstances,
artistically denied, as everything
is done by proxy.

“The preacher alene is heard in
adoration, thanksgiving, confession,
suj. plication. In a word, he alone
worships.  Should some angelic
visitors enter one of our churches.
and observe the silence of the con-
gregation, I am not surebut that
he would imagine thata calamity,.
like that which befell ancient Zecha-
riah in the Temple, had befallen
Christ’s churchly priesthood to-day,,.
and he would wonde:. what sin
this people had committed that
they should be thus struck dumb.
The preacher is perpetually in the
foreground, and tne worship of
Almighty God is consigned - to
comparatively a subordinate niche.
