The graduation and special prizes awardoed at the torminel exami-
nations in October last were—Highest oggregate, araduating snd winning
the J. Godfrey Smith gold medal—Miss Mary Ida Thompson. Of the large
number of cotnpetitions for the prize offered for the best botaunical collec-
tion, two were oqual, and both deservitg. Accordingly, the \V..H. Harring-
ton prizs of ono sovereign was awarded to one, Miss Gladys Fairbanks, aud
the Robert Taylor prizs, one sovereigu, to tho other, Miss Mary MacKsy.
After tho presentation of prizes, Mr. James Layton, of Elmedale, read the
valedictory.  Principal MacKay snd Hon. J. W. Longley addressed the
audience, and a pleasant foature followed. H. A. Church, on bohalf of the
scholare, presented Aiss Hoblrecker with a handsome boquot. This young
lady is very soon to leavo for Germany, and will boe much missed at the
County Academy. A very plossant evening closed with the singing of
