 Jawuazy 23, 1889,
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they wera appointed from conferring with tho
representatives of Kupert's Liand and British
Colombia, This resolution is on page z9 of the
last Journal of the proceedings of the Provin-

ocial Synod, and is as follows :—

“It was moved by Mr. E. Baynes Reed,
seconded by the Rev. E. P. Crawford, that the
Upper house be respectfully requested to
concur with the Lower house in the appoint-
ment of a special committee to consider the
advisability of proonring the Incorporation of
the Provincial Synod and also to consider the
whole subject of the relative positions of the
various Dioceses of this Ecclesiastioal Province
of Canada with the Provincial Synod, and, if
requisite, recommend such legislation as shall
80 extend the powers of the Provincial Synod
that it may be enabled to legislate for the
Canadian Church as a whole, to bring about &
upiform method of procedure in all matters
pertaining to Church government, a uniformity
of Canons and of discipline of the Clergy and
Laity.

And farther to consider and advise what
legislation may be necessary in the several
Dioceses to bring about the benefisial result of
an entire and united Church in the Dominion of
Canada, _

The committee to report at the next meeting
of the Synod. Carried.”

Perepicuity can searcely be claimed as oneof
the merits of this resolntion, and it is conceiv.
able that the membors of the committee may be
in some perplexity as to the scope of their
labours. The first two sabjects of inquiry and
consultation are accurately emougn defined,
but the third is not free from difficalty, * if
requisite, to recommend such legislation as
shall so extend the powers of the Provinoial
Bynod that it may be enabled to legislate for
the Canadian Church as a whole.”

Whatis meant by ihe ¢ Cavadian Churoh ?”
The Church of the Ecelesiastical Provinco of
Canada ? Or the whole of the Dioceses of the
Church within the Dominion of Canada? The
former interpretation is most comsopant with
the rest of the resolution ; and farther, it seems
prematurce to recommend such legislation as
will extend the powers of the Provincial Synod
to Dioceses which at present have no connec-
tion with it. Bat on the other hand, this is not
more premature than to consider and advise
“ what legislation may be necessary in the sov-
eral dioceses to bring about the beneficial result
of an entire and united Church in the Domin-
ion of Canada,” before consaltation with the
Province and Dioceses with whom it is pro-
posed to unite. TFarther, it is impossible for the
Committee to advise what legislation is necessary
without authentic information as to the nature of
and form of the general organizationof which that
Province and those Dioceses would be wuiling to
form a part.

The Committee of the Provincial Synod cer-
tainly are not authorized to negotiate n basis of
union with the representation of Rapert's Land
and British Colambis, and to report the same
to the next session of the Provincial Synod.
Bat surely not only would they be within their
powers in consulting with the Committee ap-
pointed to meet them, bat such consultation is
necessary to enable them to report as required
by the Synud. 1t is earnestly to be hoped that
no such technical view of their duties will pre-
vail as will be the means of withholding from
the Provincial Synod the valaable assistance to
its deliberations, which the Province of Rapert’s
Land and the D:oceses of British Columbia offer
to it. _ Yoars, D. Sunnm.
