WATER COMMITTEE
Report of meeting held the 5th of March.

Présent: Ald. Clearihue, chairman,
Nault, Turner, Gadbois, Dagenais.

1.—A deputation composed of Sir Melbourne Tait, Hugh
Graham and Dr. Mackenzie Forbes, appeared before the
Committee, in regard to the providing of a proper water
supply for the Childrens’ Memorial Hospital to be erected
on Cedar Ave., which is almost on a level with the High
Level Reservoir.

The chairman informed the deputation that he would
take the matter up without delay.

2.—His Worship the Mayor appeared before the Commit-
tee and asked for information as to the cause of the delay
in the delivery of the steam pump contracted for by the
John McDougall Cal. Iron Works Co.

Mr. Lister, the Company’s representative,who was present,
on being asked for an explanation in regard to the delay,
informed the Committee that he admitted his company was
behind in the delivery of the pump, the cause being the
delay, in obtaining material; that they had had a
fire in their works; one of their foremen had fallen sick
and their works had been flooded by the canal.

After much discussion, it was

Resolved: Inasmuch as the contract for the pump was
awarded by the Council on the 29th of May 1905, and as
the pump has not yet been delivered, that a report be sent
to the Council accompanied by a copy of the protest served
on the Company by the Water Committee on the 4th of
June 1906, and the Company’s reply thereto, as also all other
information in regard to the contract, and recommending
that the Council take the necessary legal means to protect
the interests of the City in connection with the said con-
tract.

3.—Submitted and read an extract from the minutes of a
meeting of the Council referring to the Water Committee
a communication received from the Canadian Fire Under-
writers’ Association, complaining of the condition of the
‘Water Works.

Resolved: To refer the communication to the superinten-
dent for an immediate report.

4—Submilted and read a petition from proprietors on
St. Catherine street West, asking that a 12” High Level
Pressure main be laid on St. Catherine street, from Peel to
Bleury, and up Bleury, to connect with Sherbrooke street,
and for which an appropriation of $17,000 has already been
asked for by the superintendent in a report to the Council
under date of the 25th of May 1905. ;

Resolved: To report to the Council asking for an appro-
priation of $17,000 to lay the 12” High Pressure Main as
asked for in the above petition.

5—Resolved: To refund Messrs. J. O. Labrecque & Co.
$600, on account of their deposit made in connection with
their coal contract, also to refund Mr. E. Lemire his de-
posit of $400, his contract being completed.

6.—Rcsolved: To report to the Council for permission to
vary $700 from appropriation for distribution pipes and
apply same as follows:
