3. Itl Is fther prohibited to, make any militery objective located vitéin aconcentration of civilisas the object of attack by' means 0f lncendîary veapmona 11r
tea air-delivered iaoendiarlr vampons, except vhen sncob militéry objective laciearly seperated trou the concentration of civilisas and *Il feauible precautions
are taken vitb a viev to limiting the incendiary affects to the military objective
sMd tb avoiding, and in any event to aîniiazia, incidentai lots of civilia lire,
injury to civilisas and damage 10 civilisa objecte.
