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The said Bill was accordingly read the second time, considered in Com-
mittee of the Whole, reported without amendment, and ordered for a third
reading at the next sitting of the House.

The Bill No. 336, An Act respecting Marine and Aviation War Risks Insur-
ance and Reinsurance Agreements, was considered in Committee of the Whole,
reported without amendment, read the third time and passed.

The House resolved itself again into Committee of Supply, and progress
having been made and reported, the Committee obtained leave to sit again
later this day.

; The Bill No. 390, An Act respecting Currency, the Royal Canadian Mint
and the Exchange Fund, was considered in Committee of the Whole, reported
Witho_ut amendment, read the third time and passed.
