There is a director of medical services on
the staff of the senior officer commanding
overseas. This director of medical services
adminis;tcrs the hospitalization and Medical
Corps in England.

2. Amiusemients and sports furnished f0 the
soldiers in camps overseas are provided under
the direction of the auxiliary services officers
by the four national voluntary organizations,
namely: the Canadian Legion War Services,
Iic.; the Knighits of Columbus; tlic S#Ivation
Army; the National Couincil Y.M.C.A.
