The petitioners note that business people and self-em-
ployed professionals are able to deduct the costs of their
in-service training and business expenses but teachers
are not. They oeil upon parliamentarians to request that
the Minister of Finance and the Minister of National
Revenue take action to amend the Income 'Iàx Act to
allow teachers who teach in educationai institutions in
Canada to deduct professional expenses made i the
course of their empioyment.

JUSTIlCE

Mr. Robert E. Skelly (Comox-Aiberni): Mr. Speaker,
I have a petition from another 250 residents of the
Comox Valley who, in memory of Dawn Shaw, a iittie girl
who was murdered and sexually assauited in the valiey,
have petitioned Pariiament asking that the present
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justice system be changed to allow for more protection
for children in our communities who are increasingly
becoming victims of sexual assault.

The petitioners propose a number of changes in the
justice system which they believe would improve the
safety of children and protect them from sexual assault.
One of those changes is permitting police to take DNA
samples from persons suspected of sexual assault and
also that a national database of DNA iniprints be kept in
order to assist the police in tracking down people who
perpetrate sexual assaults.
