sitting day.

Previous
question (3) The previous question refers to a motion “that 

the original question be now put”. Such a motion may be 
made on a main motion, or on a main motion as amended, 
but not on a motion for an amendment. When such a 
motion is put by the Speaker no motion to amend it is in 
order. It is debatable and senators who have spoken 
the main motion or on the main motion as amended may 
speak again to the previous question but may not move or 
second it. If the motion for the previous question carries, 
the Speaker must immediately put the original question 
without further debate. If the motion for the previous ques­
tion is defeated, the main motion is dropped from the 
Orders of the Day. The previous question may not be 
moved in Committee of the Whole or in any select com­
mittee.

Senator called 
to order 37. A senator called to order by the Speaker shall dis­

continue his remarks and may not speak further, except 
on the point of order, until the point of order has been 
decided.

Objectionable
speeches 38. All personal, sharp or taxing speeches are forbid­

den.

Redress of 
injured senator 39. A senator considering himself offended or injured 

in the Senate, in a committee room, or in any of the rooms 
belonging to the Senate, may appeal to the Senate for 
redress.

Exceptionable 40. (1) When a senator is called to order for words 
spoken in debate, such senator or any other senator may 
demand that the exceptionable words be taken down in 
writing by the Clerk at the Table.

Retraction and 
apologies (2) A senator who has used exceptionable words 

and does not explain or retract the same or offer apologies
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
