Southern latitude, will be visible only in a small portion
of the Southern Ocean.

2d.—-A total eclipse of the Moon, April ^0, at4h. mean
time, in the evening-—visible throughout the Eastern
continent, but ending before the Moon rises in this quar-
ter.

3d.—-A partial eclipse of the Sun^ May 4th, at 2h. 22m.
mean time, in the afternoon. This eclipse, although it

tatces place when the Sun is above the horizon, will be in-

isiUe to us on account of the Moon's Northern latitude.

It Will visible on the North-west part of this continent.

4th.—A total eclipse of the Moon on Friday, October
ISth. Thh- eclipse begins before the Moon rises, but

neiffy the whole of it wijl be visible to us, as follows:
