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FOR MINERS
THE LEGISLATURE

Mine Owners All Voted Against the Proposal, But the Min—
ers Were Unanimously in Favor—Commissioner Price
Went to Great Trouble Obtaining Information.

In moving for the second reading in
the legislature yesterday of the bill
providing for an eight-hour day for
miners, Hon. W, 1. Heapst gave an
intersting account of what Commis-
sloner Price had done in making en-
quiry into the mining industry and in

. collecting information to draff the bill.

“Commissioner Price,” said Mr,
Hearst, “found that in 40 mines there
was a 10-hour day, in 32 a 9-hour
day, and in 10 mines an 8-hour day.”
The majority of the mines were be-
tween 200 feet and 400 feet deep, but
some were as deep as 1600 feet. In ‘the
majority of the mines there were two
shifts every day. In 1912 there had
been 43 fatal accidents, ;

Mr. Hearst stated that the com-
missloner sought information from
every source in drafting 'the bill. He
went into the mines himself, had bal-
lots taken by the miners on the ques-
tlon and consulted many notable men,
of whom Mr. George Askwith of Eng-
land was one.

Opposed By Owners.

“The commissioner,” ,said the min-
ister, “found that the mine owners
were practically a unit against ‘the
proposed legislation, The majority
claimed that an eight-hour day would
necessitate a smaller daily wage, and
that the miners would not favor it on
that account. other mine owners
claimed that the eight-hour day had
been a failure in British Columbia and
in the United States, while only six
owners favored the proposal.

On ‘making investigation Commis-
sioner Price found that metalliferous
mining was more dangerous and un-
healthy than coal mining. *The dust
in connection with the drilling in On-
tario’s silver was very injurious, and
for this reason he was of the opinion
that the Ontarin minarg needed pro-
tection in spite of the fact that Sin
Nova Scotia an eight-hour day for the
coal miners had not
ed by a‘commission
vestigate,

Miners in Favor,

“In the ballot that was taken in
different mines, Commissioner Price
found that the miners were practi-
cally a unit in favor of the eight-hour
day,” said Mr. Hearst,

a nature that all workers would vote
for it. The ballot was taken on the
question, ‘Are yo u in. favor of an
eight-hour day?” but let me say here
that before any vote was taken the
meaning of the ballot was explained
to the men.”

In concluding his address, Mr.
Hearst stated that after much consid-
eration he had decided to include in
the bill a clause providing that ‘the
government might exempt an iron
mine from the operation of the bill
when the mining inspector reported
that the mine In questjon was sani-
tary and healthful. He thought this
would stimulate the iron industry and
regretted that the Industry at present
was not going ahead with the rapidity
which ‘the government would like.

Mr. Hearst asked the members of
both sides of the house to sypport the

bill.
Wanted An Exception,

After the applause of the house had
quieted down, J, W. Johnson, West
Hastings, rose and after compliment-
ing Mr. Hearst on the nature of the
bill, asked thatthe minister of mines
should relleve the district of Hastings
County from its operation. He spoke of
the good type of miner that was found
in his riding and said that he was con-
fident that they were net in favor of
en eight-hour day. In connection with
his request Allan Studholme a few
minutes afterwards warned Mr. Hearst
not to listen to Mr. Johnson. The mem-
ber for East Hamilton said that he
had received a copy of Commissioner
Price’s report from Mr. Hearst. On
reading it he had been struck by its
fair and impartial manner and he con-
sidered it one of the best reports that
had ever been prepared. “If Commis-
sioner Price went down to Hastings
County,” sald the speaker, “I am sure
that he would find many miners who
were in favor of an eight-hour day.”

Just before Mr. Studholme spoke N
W. Rowell made a few remarks in
regard to the bill. He spoke of the (78
position’s attempts to emancipate the
women and children workers of the
province. With very few exceptions all
attempts had been defeated on party
votes, and he now considered that in
bringing in Mr. Hearst's bill the gov-
ernment had takeh an “important de-
parture” from { accustomed poliey.

The bill passed by a unanimous vote
of the house. /

PARIS, April 9.-‘-—(Copyrlgh_t.)—
From French’(}uiana come sa revolt-
ing story of cannibalism in which
figures four convicts who. escaped from
prison and lost their way in the tropi-
cal forest. Thelr names are Mouillard,
Bacchereau, Fossey and Macheval.

‘While In prison they plotted escape,
and one cvening, carrying arms and
provisions ,they succeeded' in their
scheme. Fossey, who said he knew
the country, acted as guide.

For six days they traveled without
arriving at the River Mana, which they
ought to have reached in four. Then
Fossey confessed that he lost the way.
Fortwo days more they wandered in
the dense forest with thelr food rapidly
giving out. Eventually they had to
subsist on roots and soon becamé so
weak they could go no further.

They called a halt and constructed

All felt they were dying of hunger.

Macheval was too weak to rise once
he had lain down. Fossey remained
to watch him, while the two others
went to try to find food. While Fossey
watched kis prostrate companion, an
idea come 1into his head which he
communicated to the others when they
came back empty-handed. The others
agreed to his plan and the three en-
tered the hut together. They attacked
their comrade, killing him.

Having replenished their stock of
food from his flesh,*they then contin-
ued their wanderings and reached a
river after two days., This river they
followed some distance, then tried to
put to sea in a stolen boat. They were
beaten back by the wind and recap-
tured.

They confessed to having slain and
eaten Macheval, and are now awaiting
trial for murder,

GALT, Ont., April 9.—(Special.)—
The local hydro-electric commission
chairman today;unnounced a purpcse
to make a coneiderable reduction in
the rates for commercial ilghating and
equalize the rate for power by the gen-
eral use of meters. Commercial rates
are now 12 and 4 cents per kilowat on

the imstalled capacity basis. Next
month the rate will be 9 and 3 cents,
with 25 per cent. discount. For gen-
eral power users, instead of a charge
on the flat rate per horsepower, it is
the intention to meter for each cus-
tomer. The price will be from 2.3

HYDRO REPORT IS
GIVEN T0 HOUSE

Opposition's Thirst For Infor-
mation Is at Last Ap-
peased.

The yearning desire of the opposi-
tion, expressed so often and at such
length during the present session of
the house, to lay their hands upon the
authentic report of the Hydro-Electric

Power Commission, 1t at last quench-
ed. -In a big bulky volume the data
appeared yesterday and was speedily
distributed among the benches of all
the members. This information, com-
plete to a‘detail, it is thought will sat-
isfy the greatest thirst for knowledge
and settle any doubt which honest
critics may entertain as to a business-
like and satisfactory admipjstration.

The figures contained have to a greai
extent been published at intervals dur
ing the year, but the tapulation of the
;:rovinclal and capital expenditures
or the year 1911-12 up to Oect. 31 show
a grand total of $170,684.52. In the
former of these the amount spent on
practical demonstration in farming and
exhibition was $8653.05, and that for
engineering assistance to different mu-
nicipalities $50,458.53. The total pro-
vineial expenditure in itself amounts
to $117,941.62 and a capital - expendi-
ture alone of $46,932.53.

The report deals fully with the work-
ing of the systems in all sections .of
the province and shows the reduction
in rates in all the localities, this latter
providing one of the distinctive fea-
tures of the year's work.

It is profusely illustrated with cuts
of different water powers of Ontario
and of the apparatus connected with
the transmission’ and lighting. 1In ad-
dition, a complete description is given
of the demonstrations at the fall fairs
and on special occasions,

The general record of the individual
systems shows that the voltage has
been uniformly- constant except for
very brief interruptions. Wind and
electric storms had in the main been
responsible for these.

As Hon. Adam Beck stated yesterday
on the floor of the house, the year has
been one of great success and the de-
tailed report amplifies the statement.

The most dangerous erossing dealt
with by .the board at yesterday's
meeting was one in the Township of
Chinguacousy, near the Vi ge of Hut-
tonville. Reeve John Wilkison and a
numbaer of members of the couneil put
up a strong fight for an order to com-
pel the railway to cross overhead by
means of a bridge.

All the school children Hving in
Huttonville had to cross the line twice
@ day, and as a high embankment, 60
rods long, obscured all view, they
claimed that a level crossing would be
very dangerous.

Mr, . Henderson of the company
claimed that if overhead crossings
were ordered in all cases very few
electric rallways would be bulit.

Chairman MecIntyre asked whether
the removal of the embankment by
the company would afford an unob-
structed view, and on favorable an-
swers being given, he ordered that
this should be done, and in doing so
said: “I take the view that the people
on the roads should have a clear, un-
obstrycted view of the railway ap.
proaches. We'll insist on this cross-
ing being made safe, and the rallway
must now take the responsibility of
adopting this plan.”

8he other orders are as follows:

Seventh line crossing, near George-
town: That the bush on the west side
be cut down for a distance of 300 feet;
that the road be widened sufficiently
to allow a rig to turn and that a gong
be put up.

Third line, Township of Nassaga-

INSURANCE BILL
HAS AMENDMENT

Giving Proof of Age
Changed.

C. R. McKeown’s bill to amend the

Hon. W, H. Hearst, chairman of the
cominittee, has drafted an amendment
to the biil, providing that instead of
mygkiug the insurance companies bear
tfiis obligation, they shall simply be
¢ompelled to send out separate slips
each year to insured persons, calling
their attention to the fact that they
must furnish proof of their age.

Two members of the committee were
of the opinion ‘that persons insured
very seldom read the terms of their
insurance policies. The idea of having
separate slips sent out each year, they
thought; would bring the: matter
to the attention of t‘he people,
