A4 SUCCESSFUL SNOW PLOVW.

WWherein a Subirban Rallway Gets Ahead
of Its City Connections. L
In view of the breakdown of the city
and most of the Suburban Street
Railway systems under the stress of
the late storm, it will be of public in-
terest to learn that one, the Metropoli-
tan Street Railway made a succ':essful
of it. There was a continuous
Sfrx:'tice on this line all Thursday night
and the day following until
Jate .4n the afternoon,
telephone wire falling
the ' trolley wire about 20 feet
from the southern terminus of the
track. caused a short circuit, which ne-
cessitated the closing down for about
one and a half hours of the engines in
the piwer house near Mount Pleasant
Cemetery. At the end of this time the
snow plows of the cars almost imme-
diately cleared a passage, and it has
been open ever since. A World report-
er sent. up to learn the methcds em-
ployed by the company, was, through
the kindness of one of the offictals,
shown the modus operandi of the plow,
which is the invention of a North To-
ronto man,is a very simple looking af-
fair, being a long concave steel blade
of about 10 feet in length, fastened to
knuckle-jointed bars. It differs
from the ordinary idea as found in
snow plows, in that no motion of the
car is imparted to it, and that it al-
ways presents a level clearing surface
to the rail. The plow and all its at-
tachments weigh less than 150 pounds,
and can be placed in position or taken
off in from three to five minutes.
Still another advantage is that its at-
tachment to the car does not percept-
ibly hinder its, speed, so that passen-
gers can be carried from place to place
at the same time that the track is
being cleared. During Friday’s storm,
drifts in some spots of three feet in
depth were thrown aside,and this with-
out the use of a single sweeper.
