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A PANICKY MANIFESTATION.:
Two United States securities that

mercial Cable and Postal Telegraph—
were offered freely on the Stock Ex-
change yesterday, and declinesof 5 to
€ per cent. took place, on sales of com-
paratively limited amounts of stock.
The weakness of these securities is due
to the generally unsettled state of the
financial situation across. the border.
The silver platform of the Democratic
‘Party. with #ts possibility of urlimited
cvinage, is creatl distrust among
security holders, and the serious de-
clines in the stocks named are only in
sympathy with the collapse that has
occurred on Wall-street. ¥esterday the
“new’ 4 per cént. bonds sold down to
114 34, which is about the average
subscription price of the last loan. A
few days after the Republican Con-
vention mominated McKinley these
bonds sold at 118 1-2,

“There is, however, no real cause why
stocks should be sacrificed at this time.
Even if the Democrats should elect
their presidential candidate next No-
' vember, the ultimate triumph of free
silver is by no means assured. Of
himself the President of the United
States can do nothing o effect the
monetary change which the free sil-
ver men seek to bring about or to pre-
vent it. ‘All that he can do in either
case is to approve such a bill
as Congress may pass, der the civil
service rules now in force he can do
but little compared with what he once
could to affect.the congressional vote
by the distribution of patronage. He
may by his message urge a course
upon the attention of Congress, but

the precedents which imposes on Con-
gress the duty of paying heed to his
recommendation. If the Congress that
is to be elected nemt November has
a majority for sound money, it will
make comparatively little difference,
80 far as that question is concerned;
who shall be electéd President. There
appears to be little possibility of free
ccinage being adopted by the United
States for some years at any rate. It
seems foolish, therefore, for those who
ean hold their stocks to let them go at
great sacrifices.

CANADA'S DANGER.

The leading journals of the United
S;tates are almost unapimous jin their
disgust with the Chicago platform. The
impending contest is not so mych be-
tween bogus money and sound money
as it is a fight between Order and
Anarchy. The latter élement has be-
come a terrible and uncertain force in
the United States. No one is able to
gauge its strength, - Hitherto it has
reared its head in isolated districts,
and the people of the locality have
been able to drive the reptile back to
its hole. Now, however, the forces of
Anarchy are united. The whole horde
of demagogs, fanatics and Anarchists
come out from their retreats all over
the country. The law has been against
them in the past. Now they come
boldly forward and propose to change
the law, so that their nefarous inten-
tions may be carried out un-
der the color of constitutional
auvthority. Anarchy has often show-
ed its head throughout the
United States, but a wholesome terror
of the law has kept the gang in check,
To-day the situation is different. The
Anarchists have. literally stolen the
Democratie party, much - in the
seme way as Jay QGould was
accustomed to wreck and take posses-
sion of a rallway corporation. This
{s the first step in the game they are
about to play. They have put them-
selves and their propaganda within the
constitution. They. are, safe from judi-
eial disturbance. This security from
