Sir Charles Tupper made a vigorous
rotest against the intimation that
nada was contributing nothing to Im-
rial burdens. He pointed out that we
ad spent millions upon a great trans-
continental line of railway, which was
4 work .of Imperial moment; that we
dre maintaining a magnificent fleet of
steamers on the Pacitic, available for
service in time of war, and had voted
cheerfully the sum of $750,000 a year
to secure an Atlantic fleet, constructed
after the requirements of the British
Admiralty.

In conclusion, Sir Charles moved the
following resolution, which, seconded by
Dr. Russell, M.P., Halifax, passed unani-
mously: ‘“That the highest interests of
the Empire demand that its food re-
quirements should be wholly independent
of foreign supply, and that the Canadian
and Imperial Governments should direct
their best efforts towards the accomplish-
ment -of so important an end.”

Sir Charles Tupper’s address was de-
livered with an earnestness that quite
carried the meeting, and when he had
concluded it was generally felt,as Princi-
pal Grant so aptly ox?ressed it, that in
'dwelling upon Canada’s splendid contri-
butions to f:;pgrial._servme he had given
a wholesome.zap to Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach over 'tge worthy . i’resident's
shoulders. f i

Importance of & Pacific €able.

Rev. Principal Grant moved a reso-
ution setting forthghe importance, from
the standpoint of - Imperial unity and
trade, of the Pacific cable. The resolu-
tion set forth the excellent commercial
prospects of the undertaking and the
necessity of Canada taking the initiative,
and concluded:

“It is therefore resolved that the
Government and Parliament of Canada
be respectfully urged to take such action
as may be necessary to secure the early
commencement of the Pacific eable and
lead to the accomplishment of this great
Iniperial link, and it is further resolved
that a committee of the league be ap-
pointed, with instructions to wait upon
the Government, for tge purpose of pre-
senting this resolution dnd urging prompt
action in the matter.”

The rasolution was
edopted.

Canadian Naval Reserve.

Sir Charles Tupper moved a resolution:
“That in the opinion of the league it
ijs important to take immediate steps
to establish a systeml in Canada of train-
ing men_for the Royal Naval Reserve,
in order to qualify.our, sailors for man-
ning our different - steamship lines, and
thus help the Empire in case of war,”

In accordance with the resolution pass-
ed by the British Empire League a com-
mittee of the League, composed of Sir Sand-
fora Fleming, Kev. Prineipal Grant, TLdeut.-
Col. Sam Hughes, M.P., G. B. Casey, M.P.,
and Lieut.-Col. G. T. Denison, waited upon
Sir Wilfrid Laurier this afternoon to lay
before him the question of the Paciflc
cable between Canada andl Australasia.

The subject was fully discussed with the
Primeé Minister, the method stuggested by
the committee being the creation of a Pa-
clfic cable trust under the authority of the
Parliaments of the several eountiles con-
cerned with power to ralse funds to estab-
lish and operate the line.
