New York, May 20.—Bank clearing totals 

at 89 cities for the week ended May 19, 
as telegraphed to BradatreetN, with com­
parisons, show total clearances $1,325,691,-

year. Outside of New York city the clear­
ances were $527,588,591, a decrease of 2.7 
per cent.
