Mr. R. L. Borden took the ground 

that action looking to the object of this 
resolution should come from the pro­
vinces themselves. If the provinces 
could get together and consider what 
laws relating to property and civil 
rights they would be willing 
In common, then parliament might act 
effectively; until that was dene it would 
be Idle for this parliament to take ac­
tion, since, under the clause of the Bri­
tish North America Act dealing wlth\ 
the subject, any legislation of the so-t 
enacted by parliament would have to 
be sanctioned by the provinces inter­
ested. As to the Maritime union sug­
gested by Mr. Haggart, It had been a 
question of intermittent agitation for 
30 years. But at present there

Academic, Not Practical.
Mr. Fitzpatrick regarded the subject 

as rather of academic than practical 
Importance, because, as Mr. Borden 
had pointed out, Federal legislation 
would have to be endorsed by 
Provincial legislatures. It would 
therefore, be necessary, first, to have 
the Provincial legislatures pronounce 
themselves upon the subject; in other 
words, to .have them get together and 
say when they would be prepared to 
commit suicide- That was what a 
legislative union would mean, Cor 
take away from these legislatures ju­
risdiction over property and civil 
rights .and you took away their reason 
for existence.
