New York, Dec. 25.—Gambling is

General Reyes of Mexico Forced to
Resign Owing to Writings
of His Sen.

HIS COLLEAGUE WAS ATTACKED.

Young Reyes Inspired Articles in
Local Newspaper Against
Minister of Fimnance.

City of Mexico, via Galveston, Texas,
Deec, 25.—Gemeral Bernardo Reyes has re-
signed, the post of Minister of War and
Marine. There was a long cabinet meet-
ing last night, at which the resignation
was accepted. The action of the minister
was due to the publication of articles at-
tacking the Minister of Finance, J. L. Li-
mantour. These articles have been ap-
pearing in La Protesta, and were inspired,
it is alleged, by Rudolfo Reyes, son of the
general. It is not known whether the
general was cognizant of his son’s reported
action, but his position in the ecabinet was

made clearly untengble, and hence, he de-
dded to reslign.

The War Department was handed over
to-day to the Mayor. General Reres will
leave at once for Monterey, tbe capital
of the State of Nuevo Leom, of which he
was formerly Governor-General. He wiil
probably be made Governor-General again.

While President Diaz accepted the resig-
nation of Senor Reyes as minister, he re-
| fused to accept his resignation as gen-
|eral of division. He expressed the hope
{that he would patriotically continue there
to serve the nation as a worthy member
| of the army.

Rudolfo Reyes declareg that the acts at-
'tributed to him are wholly untrve, nor
has any order for his arrest been issned.

Francisco Z Mena will succeed General
| Reyes. Senor Mena is due to reach New
| York on a stcamer from Europe. Several
! editons of La Protesta were arrested on
Saturday and Sunday. They say that young
Reyes was responsible for the articles.

It is not known yet what is the na:ure,
of the disease which 'has caused such
alarm in Mazatlan.

The disease
has also appeared in La Paz, Muleje, Low-
er Callfornia and Guaymas, State of So-
nora.

Complaint has been made that a strang-
er in the city, who was persuaded to
visit a pool-room in West Thirty-
eighth-street, one of those recently
visited by District Attorney Jerome,
was foolish enough to expose a large
sum of money. He was caught in the
entrance between the inmer and the
outer doors, and was robbed of $250.
No action has been taken by the police.
The pool-room, which belongs to the
“Shang” Draper combination, remains
open, and a former tenderloin wardman
collects the “rent” every wezk.

Commissioner Partridge has said that
he would turn the city over to his suc-
cessor much cleaner than it was the
day he took command. One year ago
there were a few gambling houses open
in New York; they were the places
patrgnized by men of wealth. All of
the cheaper resorts were suppressed by
the police. There are five houses open
in the tenderloin this Christmas morn-
ing for every one that was open last
Christmas. This condition of affairs is
recognized by District Attorney Jerome,
who recently said that the police have
a much poorer grasp of the gambling
situation than they had last winter.

Demand for Steel Doors.

It has been said that *‘steel doors do
not a gambling house make, nor iron
bars a poolroom.” But the demand
for steel doors and fron bars has in no
manner abated. ‘“Honest John" Kelly
is following the example bf Frank
Farrell and is having a strong and
costly steel door put in place at the
entrance of his “elub” in West Forty-
first-street. In West Thirty-fifth, just
east of Sixth-avenue, a g ambling house
and poolroom has been operel by
Michael Meagher, who openly boasts
that the present police officials do not
dare make trouble for him. Meagher's
place is open night and day. It is visit-
ed by a policeman at regular intervals,
The price has not been made public.

Capt. Walsh recently visited a place
he knew to be a pool-room and by the
manager, a former lightweight pugilist,
he was openly defied, and he Jeft the
place without making an arrest. That
place is over a saloon, the lease and
liqguor license of which are held by a
relative of Frank Farrell.

SKULL WAS CRUSEED IN.

Frank Draft Struck From Behind
While on the Road.

Bound Brook, N.J.,, Dec. 25.—The
body of Frank Draft was found to-day
lying on the Middle Brook turnpike
with the skull crushed in.

According to the tenants in
this abode of genius, they have made
a fish tail which is to run “fin steam=
ers” in three days across the Atlantic,
and have discovered perpetual motion
and a system of sending pictures and
letters in a second and a half from

one hemisphere to the other. B

furiously yesterday at finishing the
model of a ‘little fin steamer in the
back parlor of the flat and Frederick
H. Grawert, who says he is an inter-
national exploiter of inventors, was
almost in a state of distracted en-
thusiasm. |

Grawert wound up a little spring in

the side of the iodel and set the metal
fin attached to the steamer wagging.
He had a smaller model at hand, and
showed how it was operated in a vath
tub filled with water.

The international exploiter introduc=
ed one of his companions, Ludwig A.
Audrieth of Vienna as the inventor
of the fin principle in navigation. “Thé
fin principle,” said Grawert, “consists
of the locomotion of a boat by the fish-
tail-like movements of a fine made of
