Diseovery of the Fire.

(It was just ten minutes to ‘three
o'clock Sundsy morning when a pu-
pil, Jas. McKionon of Buffalo, was
gwakened by tle reflection of the fire
shining on hig face as be lay sleeping
in his bed in®the dormitories, which
were situated in a rear wing of the
bullding. He jumped up and gave the

arm, calling Prof. H. C. Griffith and

fght Watchman Disher, and after
considerable difficulty -all the pupils
and servants were aroused. The boys
durriedly donned such garments as lay
nearest to hand. and under the direc-
tion of Mr. Griffith filed out and formel
up on Yate-street. Here Prof. Griffith
called the roll and found that all the
puplls were present.

Meanwhile an alarm had. been tele-
phoned to the central fire station and
also ‘to the police station. There was
some delay on the part of the brigade
in responding, and the fire had burst
out in a dozen places when they ar-
rived. The pupils were gent to the
assistance of the firemen and worked
ike heroes. tho none of them were fully
clad, many being barefoot, others wear-
ing slippers; hatless, coatless, many of
them; others wearing dressing gowns
over their night-clothing,

Origin in Trunk Roomwr,

The fire had its origin in the “trunk
reom,” an apartmnent in the front or
main portion of the bullding, devoted
to the storage of the pupilg’ trunks,
and which is always kept locked, When
the alarm was given, the interior of
the entire main bhifiding was in flames
except that portion in which gome of
the dormitories were located. The fire
men were soon playing on the fire from
some distant points, nut the pressure
was poor, and the water seemed to have
soarcely any effect. A buge crowd of
men and women had collected, and
willlng hands gave every help to the
firemen. The female gervants stood,
buddled in a woe-begone group, scantily
clad, and shivering in the cold morn-
ing alr. The wind was blowing strong
from the east, driving the flames di-
rectly on to the rear and as yet un-
harmed portions of the bulldings.

Ridley College was a historic structure. Until the establishment of
the college it was known \as the Springbank a ganitarium famous for its
healing waters. Under the control of Dr. Mack it grew in favor from
year to year until it was known all over Canada, and the United States.
During the summer months St. Catharines was filled with retired plant-
ers from the Southern States, who brought their cash and thefr rheuma-
tism to the city, and added to its prosperity in the times antedating the
new Welland Canal. But Dr, Mack died and the Springbank declined.
The college was on the high bank of the old canal overlooking the lock
ection of the new schcol on the opposite bank of
the eanal it has been the home of the senior boys only, ' The situation is
' 'a charming one being fronted by a pretty hillside park and surrounaed
by grounds spacious and well kept. The building was long and low,
and well suited for college purposes. The rear plot faced Ontado-atre‘et
and the city park.. The main portion of Ridley College was huilt in 1864,
by Dr. Mack, and the popularity of the institution was so great as to
necessitate several additions. In 1889 it was first used for edueational
purposes, and became known as “Ridley College.”
