A lower price for sugar will be seen
within six weecks, when the new crop
iz avallable, so it is foolhardy for any
man to stodk up a large supply at the
present, when the price is reiatively
high and the city is suffering a short-
age.

Examination Not Flirst.

that it is necessary to get medically
examined before they sign one of the
printed forms, that I wish all the news-
papers in the district would state plain-
iy that the idea is all wrong. A man
can sign a form; and then all he has
to do is to await our instructions. We
will tell him when to get examined.
Of course if a man wishes to be medi-
cally examined to find out exactly how
he stands physically that, of course,
is all right. It is only for his own sat-
isfaction though, and to think he has
to be medically examined before he

is all wrong.

Useless Examination.

In order to make clear the point the
deputy registrar illustrated by asking
what would be the object in a Men-
nonite or a person who held an abso-
lute clean claim for! dxemption being
medically examined when that feature
would not enter into the claim at all.

A man claiming exemption on any
grounds except ill health or fnfirmity
does not need to be medicdlly ex-
amined until instructed by the deputy
registrar. If he is allowed exemption
on any other grounds than ill health
there is no reason for him to have been
examined at any time.

Owing to his own bereavement of thé
past week, the message of Rev. Dr. Sil-
cox ‘in regard to the ‘‘Radiant Hope of
Immortality’” came with special force

and conviction to his congregation in

the First Congregational Church on Sun-
day, declaratsoon as it wag of the

‘hope and comfort that have sustained
.him in his sad trial.
i to faith in immortality, and the comfort .

His own testimony

and healing it brings, was given as
follows:

“‘On the evening of the last day I spent
in Egypt—with my wife—I went out to
see the gphinx and pyramids for the Jast
time. For days we had wandered
among the ruins of ancient Egyptian’
temples—majestic structures reared for
the worship of God. And as I looked
on the dim outlines of the sphinx and of
the pyramids, I thought of all the his-
tory and mystery connected with them.
" “1 thought of the generations born
and buried, gone back to silence and
nothingness, dust motes floating over the

i barren sea of sand!

i .“As ] 'looked the stars came out:
. silently, one by one, and then thej
thought came how short lived urel
sphinx and pyramid compared to the

stars that have been looking down on
this planet—since the dawn of creation.
Then I thought of my own life, How
small a thing in the fong stretches of
historytin the vastness of the d&esert
spaces—in the immensity of the starry
heavens above me. Amd as I thought of
the Scriptures referring to the stars
waxing old as a garment—there flashed
into my soul—the truth that I, made in
the image of God, redeemed by the Son
an heir of God—
possess an immortality that will outlive

star!

“The stars shall shine for .a million
years, but God and I will live and ‘love
when the stars have passed. And there
I was alone, away with God in the
desert—and he carried me away in. the
spirit—and showed me that great city
which had no need of sun, where the re-
deemed walk and where there is no

“And you and I, redeemed by the
grace of Christ, shall share in it ail—
for this is the goal of the believer,
Whether we live or die, we are the

Lord’s.
To Die Is To Gain.

“Thank God for a religin that plants
the lamp of an immortal shope in the
darkened tomb, and ennobles man to
take the death angel by the hand, and
go out into the valley of the shadow
of death in the confidence that to dle is
gain.”

Referring to the morning on which
Jesus rose from the grave as ‘‘the giad-
dest morning that ever dawned on
earth,” Dr. Silcox drew attention to the
tremendous emphasis laid by Paul on the
truth and promise of the resurrection,
the transformation of the lives of . the
apostles thfugh their faith in the resur-
rection, and the inspiration and consola.
tion this hope has proved to believers
ever since the resurrection morning,
Renan was quoted in this connection in
these words: “There is no lever capable
of raising an entire people if once they
;ose_ their faith-in the soul's immortal-
ty.”

Drawing attention to the fact that
Watt, the artist of spiritual truth, al-
ways painted death as grey, Dr. Sileox

commented on the fitness of this, “for
grey is dawn and dawn is night struck
through with light. Death for the Chris-
tian is not entering into night. It is en-
tering into a dawn which rises into a
noon that has no night.”

Continuing, he said:

Death But Natural,

‘““To die is as‘natural as to be born,
and no more to be feared. We came
into this world through the gate men
call Birth. We .go out through the gate
men call Death. Both gates are God’s
gates, and both gates open into fuller
life. It is God’s will and way that we
should come into this world through the
gate of Birth, and it is his will and
way that we go out through the gate of
Death.”

““When we come through the gate of
birth, love met us, and it is our faith

through the gate.men call death—a love
tenderer than mother love, stronger
than father love, will welcome us into
a home as much better and' brighter
than this as heaven is better and
brighter than earth.

‘“We need this hope of heaven for
ourselves, and we need it for the loved
ones from whom we have been parted
by the hand of death. f

“God placed us here on earth in fami-
lies, He bound us to one another by !
bonds of affection and friendship. The
best things we get out of life here on
earth are the affections and friendships
that enrich and gladden our daily life.

“So long as we have friends and dear
ones to love us and be loved by us, so
long will life be rich and well worth
living.

"G%d made us-love each other, and
when death comes in to take away the
object of our love, our hearts cry out
with a bitter pain. . §

“The saddest sorrow thdt comes is
the sorrow of parting from those whose
companionship made life here rich and
