Tho said to be entirely solvent, the 
bank was to-day closed temporarily, 
awaiting the advice of the comptroller 
ef the currency, to whom the bank of- 
nclala have wired details of the lnatt- 
union.

With *5,212,052 on deposit at the close 
of business August 22 last, when the 
comptroller called for a statement of 
the condition of all national bàmcs, the 
banka liquidation since that date has 
been over *2.300.000, of which *1,500,000 
has been withdrawn since specially 
proclaimed holiday season began Octo­
ber 29. The only assistance the bank 
has received has been the loan of *250,- 
000 from the clearing house association, 
which amount, equalling the capital 
stock of the bank, was the limit allow­
ed by the national Ranking act.
