A score of representative Canadian in-
dustrial firms have been interviewed by
the Witness with a view to gauging the
temperament of the business hduses in re-
zard to the present state of trade, and
that of the immediate future. 2

It is remarkable with all the talk of
trade recession, that not one of the well
known houses has a note of pessimism, but
s rather brim-full of a most hopeful sense
of a continuation for some time to come,
of the phenomenal commercial and indus-
trial development witnessed in the Do-
minion for the past two years.
{Collections and remittances are' general-
ly satisfactory, and it will be noted with
interest that the money situatioh has been
practically ignored in the majority of the
statements appended. It would seem that
the stock market is the only large centre
of operations that has been materially af-
fected by the money stringency.

TWO CENT RATES
ON'RAILWAYS

May Soon Become Universal in

' the United States and Affect{

Canadian Lines.

(Montreal Witness.)

A despatch from Chicago state‘ that the
reduction of [ rates throughout the
United States to a basis of two cents a

anile within a very short time is practically
assured by the decisi of the presidents of
the principal western railways, at a meeting
in Chicago on Saturday, not to make a fight
at this time in the courts against the two-
nent fare law of Illinois.

While the railway presidents did not enter
..to any formal agreement as to their future
policy regarding passenger rates, it was
plainly stated by some that their lines will
reduce their rates to two cents a mile in
Illinols on July 1 and as soon as possible
will reduce interstate rates to the same basis.

The decision by one of the big railways to
adopt this policy forces all other roads to
do so, hence the prediction that ‘the two-
cent basis of rates will spread like wildfire

* throughout this country from the Atlantic to
the Pacific and the lakes to the gulf.’

The matter did not get this far without a
long and anxious discussion by the railway

residents. The opinions of the heads of
heir legal departments as to the probable
outcome of litigation over two-cent fare laws
of this- and other states were considered.
While the attorneys predicted that the
courts would declare the laws unconstiut-
tional, because the rate of two cents a mile

. is unreasonably low and ‘practicilly confis-
catory, &nd all because the laws deprive the
railways of their right of equity, the general
view taken by the presidents was that with
the public sentiment so strongly in favor of
the two-cent fare and the inablility of the
railways to reduce interstate rates to two
vents a mile in certain states, and to main-
sain a basls of three cents a mile in adjoin-
ug states and for all interstate trips, it
would be folly to fight the 1llinois law and
ko continue the litigation which has been be-
gun in other states.

, The, lowering of the rates to a two-cent
basis would have a serious effect on both
the Grand Trunk and the Canadian Pacific,
both' of which have extensive lines in the
United States. The Canadian Northern also
has lines over the border, and would feel the
reduction proportionately. If the reduction
{s made it will have the result of stronger
competition for passenger traffic than ever,
each line seeking to offset the decrease in
rates, by increasing the number of passen-
gers. The number of passgnger trains un-
doubtedly will be reduced by all lines when-
ever it can be done without less of traffic.

THE OFFICERS OF BURNED BOAT
‘SAY FIRE WAS NOT ACCIDENTAL

‘Inqu-est Into Cause of

Fire on Crystal Stream

Began at Cole’s Island Yesterday.

COLE’S ISLAND, Queens Co,, N B,
June 25—The inqu2st into the cause oI
fire which destroyed the' steamer Crystal
Stream and brought death to four mem-
_bers of her crew was continued today be-
fore Coroner Earle. W. H. Trueman ap-
peared for the crown, and three witness-
es, Engineer Roberts and Purser Belyea
of the Crystal Stream and Captain Iferry
of the steamer Aberdeen, were examined.
There were no startling disclosures but
the general feeling here is that the . fire
was not the result of an accident, and
startling developments are looked for.

Engineer Winifred Roberts was the
first* witness. He said that hoop poles
were stored in the forward part of the
boat and about two tons of pressed hay
amidships. He always went through the
boat every night before retiring, to see
that everything was all right.

He then described his actions at the
time of the fire, as already published.

Alfred West, a juryman—<What was
betwean the boilers and the bottom of
the boat?”

“Mr. Roberts—“On the timbers of the
boat was first a two inch plank, that was
covered with two inches of plaster of paris
on top of which was a layer of bricksg
cracks between the bricks were full of
cement. On top of ths brick was an inch
and a half coating of cement. From that
bottom to the fire grate would be about,
18 inches.”

Witness said he had mever known of
that floor cracking and consequently had
pever had any trouble with fire. There
was no possible way of the fire being
caused by friction of the machinery.

To Juror West, witness said there was
3 lantern-about fifteen feet from the hay.

Capt. George H. Perry, of the steamer
Aberdeen was next called: He said that
hg went to bed about ten o’clock the
night of the fire. About 12.30 o’clock he
was awakened by the cry of fire. He ran
out on deck and saw smoke coming from
the side of the Crystal Stream. He climb-
ed down to the wharf and started to help
get people off the Crystal Stream. He
started to get into a boat to row out to
her, but two men started ahead of him.
He then returned to the Aberdeen and
told the engineer to get up steam.

To Mr. Trueman—“I do not know how
long it took to get up steam.”

Mr. Trueman—‘It is reported around
that you got up steam in ten minutes. Is
that s0?”

€apt. Perry—“I could not say.”

Mr. Trueman—“If you did get up steam
in ten minutes would that not be remark-
ably quick time?”

Capt. Perry—“We used kerosene in or-
der to get a quick fire.” /

Mr. Trueman—‘“How long would it take
you ordinarily to get up steam?”’

Capt. Perry—‘From 20 minutes to half
an hour.”

Mr. Trueman—‘How long does it take
in the mornings ordinarily ?”’

Capt. Perry—‘“About an hour.”

Capt. Perry then. voluntarily said, *“I
have no idea how the fire started and I
say positively that I have never set foot
on the Crystal Stream eince she began
running this season.”
