A shift of the wind
to the northwest saved the vessel. S

A crew of volunteer life savers braved
the terrors of a watery grave and rowed
to the assistance of the crew. When
they arrived Captain Kelson informed
them that the anchors were holding and
if the wind did not shift back - to the
northeast they would stand by their ship.
In' the meanwhile the coast guard crew
reached the scenme after struggling over
two miles of snow-piled roads. Their
services were not required, but both cap-
tain and crew warmly thanked them for
their efforts to save their lives.

~ REFORMS' IN RUSSIA -

London, April 17—A Petrograd de-
spatch says that a congress of the coun-
cil of workers, soldiers and delegates has
adopted a report regarding the constitu-
ent assembly which makes the following
recommendations: r

The assembly shall be convened at Pet-
rograd as early as possible on the prin-
ciple of universal suffrage. The army
shall take part in the elections like the
rest of the population, but the 'active
army shall vote separately. = Women
shall have the same voting rights as men.
The qualifying age for the voters shall
be twenty years. The council ‘of work-
ers, soldiers and delegates shall control
the election, which shall fix the political
regime of Russia and her fundamental

NAVARRE BEATS POLICEMAN

Famous Airman Sought by Paris Ag-
thorities—Eccentric Since Wounded,

Paris, April 17.—Sub-Lieutenant Jean
Navm‘{e, the famous French aviator, is
being sought by the police on a warrant
charging him with attempted homicide.
Since he was wounded severely last
June Navarre, according to the Petit
Parisien, has acted in a most ‘eccentric
manner, but was punished lightly in
view of the splendid services he had
rendered his country. o
Recently he had a dispute' with the
police in which he was worsted. 'This
appeared to anger him, and a few nights
ago he . set out in an automobile and
speeded through the principal streets of
Paris, knocking down every policeman
he saw. As a result five patrolmen
were taken to hospitals-and several oth-
ers were bruised severely! * The aviat-
or’s friends, the Petit P&isien adds, 'be-
lieve that he is not fully responsible
for his acts.

Navarre is one of the most famous of
the French airmen. Officially he is
reported to have brought down at least
eleven German machines; Paris news-
papers attribute to him the destruction
of nineteen German aeroplanes. Last
fall he received the Grand Gold Medal
of the French Aero Club. In October it
was reported that he had been arrested
for fighting in a Paris theatre,
