A BRAVE DEED THAT
»*"WON CROIX DE CUERRE
FOR AN AWERICAN

The following story of how Private
John McClain, aged twenty-four, won
the Croix de Guerre is told by the Paris
«“Herald”: “On the night of September
18 a German bombing aeroplane flew
over the village in which he was. The
raider dropped several bombs, and one
fell within fifteen feet of a building
around which some fifty villagers had
gathered.

“Despite the waminﬁ and expostula-
tions of those around him, Private Mc-
Clain dashed out into the road with his
pocket searchlight, snatched up the
bomb, which had not yet exploded, and
hurled it into the river near by. The
projectile exploded just as it struck the
water, sending up g large waterspout,
‘but the intrepid American boy threw
himself flat and escaped injury.

“McClain, who looks smart in his auni-
form, being clean shaven, tall, spare
of limb, yet lithe, and strongly built,
says that he has been through many
adventures, and has already exhausted
his claim to the proverbial nine lives;
s0 he thought it time to die if he could
thereby save the lives of half a hundred
people. :

«So much for the tale. As for the
Croix de Guerre, that is a story by it-
self. When the American colonel had
raade McClain swear that he was Me-
Clain he gave him a little box and said
some nice things, after which MecClain
came out to hear some more nice things
from his comrades, and forgot all about
st until he met the ‘Herald’ correspon-
dent, to whom he said: ‘How do you

. spell “Croix de Guerre?”’ ‘Like this,’
replied the correspondent, adding, ‘But
why#® Obh, Pve got one in my pocket,
drawled McClain, ‘and I want to write
and tell my wife’

«John McClain, who is the first Am-
erican soldier to win this decoration, has
been in the army for four years, and
has seen service in Mexico. The French
authorities have notified his wife, Mrs.
Elsie McClain of 923 Constant avenue,
Peelskill, N.Y., of the fact that he has
been decorated. They were married on
August 12, 1917,-and he left for France
on August 18, 1917.”

AGAINST APPOINTMENT OF
GANADIAN REPRESENTATIVE
AT AMERIGAN GAPITAL

(Montreal Journal of Commerce)

Reports from Ottawa, which we are
g]a(.i to know are not official, state that
it is the intention of the government
te provide for the appointment of a Can-
adian commissioner at Washington at a
very la'rge salary; $25,000 is mentioned.
T'here is a disposition at Ottawa—which
calls for watching by the advocates of
¢conomy—to multiply offices. The ca-
binet, already very large, is being in-
creased by additional portfolios. This
V'Va.shmgton idea is along the same line.
Unless there are new and undisclosed
reasons for it, the appointment of a
comnissioner at Washington is one of
the things that can well be laid aside.

A Canadian commissioner at Washing-
ton would necessarily be a subordinate cf
the British ambassador. Where the am-
bassaflor is as amiable as Lord Bryce
or $1r Cecil Spring Rice perhaps no
friction would arise. But it is not safe
to assume that British and Canadian in-
terests will always be served at the Am-
erican capital by such pleasant officials
as the late and present ambassadors of
Great Britain. The national status that
Canada has gained in late years will go
far to ensure respectful consideration
from all imperial officials. Neverthless,
the relations that would be created by
th.e appointment of a Canadian com-
n_ussioner would be a standing tempta-
tion to dispute with the ambassador or
his English staff,

There is, however, a stronger reason
sgainst the appointment of a Canadian
re!)rgsentativc at Washington. The com-
missioner, as an official of the Cana-
f‘liun government, would be by no means
in as good a position to act for Canada
as a Canadian minister would be, fresh
from consultation with his colleagues at
Qttawn. Washington is but a few hours’
journey from Ottawa. Whenever a
question of real importance arises, it is
easy for a minister to go to the Ameri-
can capital. A minister so
Washington would have an autno.iy

and influence much greater than that
possessed by any Canadian residing
there. Unless there are some reasons

Laon has been the objective of ‘he
French ever since the enforced retire-
ment of the Germans from the Somme
and the Noyon sallent last year. They
swarmed up the hills north of the. Alsne
last April from a point east of Sols-
sons to the neighborhood of Fort Bri-
mont, north of Rhelms. They gained
the crest of the ridge along the Chem-

Froidmont, and pushed north from
Berry-au-Bac  to  Juvincourt. They
forced the QGermsans out of a position
they had maintained south of the river
below Vailly from the time of the first
Battle of the Alsne in September, 1814.

Then they took Fort Conde, the most
southwestern defence of L.aon, but were
held up by Fort Malmaison, just north
of the Chemin des Dames. More than
. a score of counter-attacks on the French
have followed this brilliant dash since
last April, on the Casemates and Cali -
fornie plateaux, north of Craonne; at
the narrow neck of the - crest, near
Hurtebise; between Courtecon and the
Epine de Chevregny, and at the Moulin
de Laffaux, where some of the most
sanguingry combats took place. But the
French gallantly held all their gains,

the villages of Allemant, Pinon and
Vandesson are in & position to continue
their advance.

They are now looking down upon
Laon, which lies about six miles to the

The two
rivers are here about five miles apart,
with the Chemin des Dames marking
the crest of the ridge between them.

from the heights in a series of deep rav-
ines full of grottoes and caves worn in
the porous llmestone by the actlon of
the torrents in flobd. At some places
the ridge is almost cut through, the
top being only a fed hundred yards
wide at Hurtebise and at Froldmont.
Between these ravines are tongues of
land from two to five miles long, streich-
ing down to the Aisne and gradually
decreasing in height.

On the northern side of the ridge, de-
scending to the Ailette, there are fewer
ravines, and the tongues of land are not|
more than three-quarters of a mile long
between Craonne and Fort Maimaison.
Further west the ground is slightly
more serrated. The whole region of the
Ailsne is full of caves like the famous
Dragon’s Cavern, where so many Ger-
man soldiers were entrapped a few
months ago. The valley of the Ailette
is five and & half miles wide and is now
fully exposed to French observation and
French gunfire along its whole length
from the source north of Craonne to the
point “where the river turns at Chavi-
gnon.
