study in Vienna of this new discovery by physicians of the hospital at­
tached to the University of Vienna.

Dr. Goodin denied early reports that the milk injections are a cure for 
blindness. Those who are already blind, lie said, may not hope for the 
restoration of their sight by this method but those who are but partially 
blind from infection or penetration, or those in whose eyes the infection 
has just been discovered, have good reasons to hope that their sight will 
get no worse, and also that sympathetic ophthmalia (affection of the other 
eye) will be prevented.
