More than three years' of pounding by 
the Atlantic swells has transformed the 
great liner into a heap of twisted debris ; 
and her decks, which settled down on the 
sea bottom, cover an area of several 
hundred feet. The wreck was practic- 
'ally covered with gravel and silt when 
the divers located it, as it is in a posi­
tion in which it receives the full force 
of the Atlantic gales. This obstnrtion 
had to be pumped away as far as pos­
sible by powerful pumps placed in posi­
tion by the divers, as the gold was at 
the bottom of the huge mass of Wreck­
age. The plate girders had to be blasted 
and cut away by explosives, and the task 
of the divers was both difficult and dan­
gerous. In consequence ' of this the 
Racer carried a re-compression chamber 
for the purpose of treating cases of ill­
ness which the divers might contract in 
the course of their hazardous task.

The vesfcl engaged in salvaging the 
gold in the Laurentic is about all that 
remains of the splendid Admiralty Salv­
age Section which was brought into be­
ing during the war. With this exception 
the section came to an end with the com­
pletion of the wreck-raising operations 
on the Belgian coast. In the case of the 
Laurentic the rate paid is half-a-crown 
for every £100 worth of gold recovered, 
and this divided among all employed in 
the work is equal to about one-half- 
penny per cent, per head.
