There
is little to bé wondered at regarding this
attitude orf the part of deep thinking and
responsible citizens, as recegt reports of
civic expenditures go to show that some
of the city departments have cost so!
wmuch to run that an investigation might
almost be justified.

The distribution of the hydro electric-
ity need not be administered by the com-
mon council, and might be kept out of
civic politics altogether by the formation'
of a commission of, say, three prominent
citizens, who would be appointed to act

they appointing an efficient manager,

and holding him responsible for the suc-

| cessful carrying out of the .work and

operation. Only a few hours of time

each week would be required of the com-

missioners, and there would be no diffi-

culty in finding public-spirited citizens

. who would be willing to give this small

| amount of their time for the welfare of '
the citizens. There are several ways by

which it would be possible to form this

commission, and at the present time the

most feasible method seems to be as fol-
lows: one commissioner to be appointed

| by the provincial government, one by the

| common council, and one by a vote of the
citizens. :

Under this method of handling the

distribution problem, politics would play

no part, and there would be no fear of

the affairs at city hall being affected by

the fear of recalls or voters’ denrands, as

the administration would be entirely out

of their hands. This method of distribu-

tion should appeal to the present mem-

bers of the city council who have ex-'
pressed the opinion that it would not be
satisfactory to handle it as a city de-|
partment.

| “Canada has only agricultural pro-
ducts to send to the United States under
such an agreement,” said Semator Mec-
Cumber, “and we have an exportable
;surpl‘*s of such commodities.”,

The finance committee chairman and
other members of the committee ex-
| pressed the opinion that the reciprocity
law passed by Congress in 1911 was a
dead letter, although never formally

United States had made a definite prof-
ifer to Canada which that country had
‘specifically refused to accept and that
since then tariff legislation had been en-
acted without reference to the 1911 act.

Repeal of the law is provided in the
so-called permanent tariff bill passed
by the house last year and now under
consideration by the finance committee.

Mr. Fielding has been in conference
on the subject with Chairman Fordney
of the House Ways and Means com-
mittee, who today expressed unalterable
opposition to putting into force of the
1911 reciprocity act.

Canada and the United States would
not be favored by the present U. S. con-
gress will be received in both govern-
ment and progressive circles here with
regret. It was scarcely hoped that
Mr. Fielding would be able, at the pres-
ent juncture, to do more than survey
the ground, This he has done and it is
felt here that the conversations will lead
to a much better understanding by the
administrations in Washington and Ot-
tawa of conditions in the two countries.

N. B. COAL OUTPUT
160,000 TONS

Total for Canada was 15,000,-
000 Short Tons Las:t Year. ©

Ottawa, Ont, March 2—(Canadian
Press)—The output of coal from Cana-
dian mines during 1921, amounted: to
15,000,000 short tons, valued at $74,273,-
000 or $4,97 a ton. This was 88 per
cent of the amount mined during the
preceding year, but more than a' million
tons in excess of the 1919 production.

Alberta led with an output of &8
million tons; Nova Scotia 5.7 million;
British- Columbia 2.8 million; Saskatche-
wan 332,000 tons and New Brunswick
180,000 tonms.

Of this output 52,2 was shipped, 22.1
went to railrvads for locomotives, 7.2
per cent was used about the collieries
for power purposes, 4.2 per cent was sold
for ships’ bunkers, 3.2 per cent was put
on bank, 2.6 per cent was put on the
waste dump, 1.5 per cent was supplied
to employes for domestic consumption,
!.6 per cent was used in the manufacture
1of coke at the collieries, and .4 per cent
| was used in making briquettes.
Included in quantities referred to in
the disposal was 541,820 tons lifted from
bank during the year.
